The officer In charge of the execn-
tion walked 1o her a8 ghe lay on the
ground motionless, Fle drew o large
gervice revolver from his belt, toolk
stondy uim from W& knee wnd shot Lhe
woman through the head, The firing
party lovoked on as the officer quletly
roturned his rovolver to its case and
ardered the soldlers Lo carry e body
to the huuse, where it was taken in
sharge by a BDelglan woman; acting
under instruction of the Spanish min-
toter, who hud fndertaken the réspon-
