The documonts
drawn up by Thomas Jeflerson, set-
ting forth the reasons why our ances-
tois establishied o goverment of thoir
own, is well enoagh to eall to mind
glorious recollections of that day, and
to illustrate the principles of men
who fnangurated a freq and a pure
governmont, but at this day, when
onr government s confessedly no
longer pure, and grave apprelhensions
everywhoere exlat that the govern-
meut through the Influence of monop-
olles and of sectlonnl parties ls be-
coming less free nnd more tyrannical
in its attitude to tho great massos who
are its bone and sinew—the farmning
clement—n new declarntion ls neces-
sary, While 1t is our duty to rever-
ence the memory of the patriots and
stutosmen who freed us from fureign
rule, it s no less our duty to einulate
tiseir example and idevote our encr-
fries to the task of frecing ourselves
from the burdens of scctional tyr-
auny.

dressed a note to Rhett asking for
an explanation, which not belng
accorded, Cooley published a enrd
assalling Rhott, whereupon the lattor
challonged him, and on the 1st Inst,,
about five miles from Bay 5t. Louis,
La., in & wild, sandy-looking places
surrounded by the moaning pines,
the sad picce of folly ended In the
doath of Judge Coolev, and the life-
burdened consclence of Col. Ithett:

Iloward Uulversity, formerly head
and frout of the Freedmen's Burenu,
is in trouble.

nections, and that wo shall give our
suffrage ounly to such nen for oflice,
from the lowest oficer In the stato to
the President of the United States,
as we have good renson to believe
will use thelr best endeavors to the
promotion of these ends; and for the
spport of this declnration, with a
fivm relianee In divine providence,
we mutually pledge to enoh othee our
jives, our fortunes, and onr sncred
honor,”

A Temching Uncident,

Editors Troy Herald: Hoberuti-
ful an instance of a dog's devotion to
his master has comne under my own
obscrvation lately that I think ft
mevits publication.

Not many mlles from Troy there
lived for thirty or forty years an old
gentlemen known and _respect
throughout the county. In Decem-
ber, 1871, he died and was burled on
his farm in the village whero he had
lived. This gentleman owned for
many years before his death a largo,
hnmf;ome. and groatly valued Now-
foundland dog, which has becoine so
feeble durlng the past severe winter,
from old uge, as to bo almost help-
leas, unuble to stir ordinarlly beyoud
the porchs but for tho past tem daya
the vld dog has been slowly but very
perceptibly dying, and the beautiful
part of it Is this: Wheon his sum-
wous camo to die, he, recognizing It
as such, declded, with human reason,
aud more than human love, to meet
it near the formof the one ho had
loved bess In lire. And so by lus
anxlous, earnest pleading, he lnduced
a mewmber of the family to open three
gutes which separated him trom his
master’s grave, and when at last by
weak steps ho reached it, he testitied
hls joy In the mwost unmistakable
manuer, wagging his tall “um“ll.{ui
rolling over on the greon sod, &
tinally lying down calinly and rest-
fully at its foot.

Heo has ‘never left it since, cxcept
occulouull{ to stagger homo to get
water ov hig meals, und if not given
him at onve, he returus to the grave
without, so fearful does he seem that
he may die away from that loved
spot. Days that he s too feeble to
walk that distunce, his mistress sends
his meals there to him,

None of the fumilv recollect notle-
Ing the l|0F at the time of his master's
funcral, eighteen months ago, but it
is presumable he followed the coflln
toha lnst vesting placo; for, nmong
muny other aud tresher graves, ho
never for a moment mistook the one
denrest to L, ulthough it was then
mid-winter and the grass 18 now
thick and green over the grave.

Aud there he still lies, quictly pnes-
ing uway, with a look of unutterable
pebce In his great brewn eyes, In
mhl-dur heat aud in storm nlike,
perfectly content so that he die at hiy
mastor's foet,

man bow his God-like reason to the
humnble teachings of a dog in sublime
devotion and mute constancy!
