
FARM AND HOUSEHOLD.

The Department of Affrinultura has
ordered 400 bushels of wheat from France
and an equal quantity from Chill, em-
bracing all varieties of winter wheat. The
cargoes are expected to arrive about the
1st of September, and will be distributed
In season for fall sowing.

The Oardtntr'a Monthly, In speaking
of the " black knot" on plum and cherry
trees, says: "It should; be cut as fast as
It appears, not ax the black knot, but as a
mere soppy abrasure, green and spongy,
above thti bark. It Is no use to cut It oat
niter a month old. This delay Is probably
the secret of many failures In rmiovlug
the black knot."

How to Cook Corned Beef. The Bos-to- n

Journal of CKtmittry says: "The
rule has h Hibernian sound : thn'VnW It.
for corned beef should never bo tolled.
It should only simmer, being place! In a
part of the range or stove where Mil pro-
cess may goon uninterruptedly froafour
to six hours, according to the sice d the
piece. If it Is to be served cold, le.the
meat remain In tho liquor until old.
Tough tnrat can be made tender by lctlng
It remain In the liquor uutll tho next Ay,
and then bringing It to the boiling pont
Just before serving.

Is accompanied by heat and tension o
tho Darts, and more particularly h
cracked Heels, then mild ancrlents and1
fomentation Is a good beginning; but
where any llaccldlty exists, stimulants
and tonics wo have found tho sovereign
remedy. Take of powdered sulphate of
iron, one ounce nndahalf; powdered gen-
tian root, two ounces ; nitrate of potaa,
one ounco; mix and divide Into twelve
powders, and give one night and morning
mixed in cut or soft feed, with no more
water In the leed than will keep tho pan
tides together. Feed the animal gencr-ouslvn-

well, and give a llttlo exercise
dally."

A fresh enemy to the ootton-plan- t, an
entirely new and original bug, has ap-
peared In Georgia. As a bug it cuts into
the shapes and deposits its eggs. This
so wounds the tenner form that It dries
up, dies and falls off. The egg hatches In
a ft! w days, and then In its larva or worm
stage, the creature feeds npontho leaves
and forms three or four days. Then It
goes Into thu chrysalis stajre. and In a few
days another bug is reproduced. The
numbers of this Insect increase so rapidly
that the destruction of the crop is threat-
ened. Old planters declare with tears in
their eves that they have never seen any-
thing like this worm before. We have
noticed that very frequently there Is a
new worm ever' year. 3V. T, Tribune.

Lives are frequently lost by noxious
gases in well?. This may be prevented
by the adoption of thu Hollowing very
simple means : Take some pieces of car-
pets, or common sacks, and make tlicm
up into a loose bundle, nearly as large as
the area of the wall. Inclose In It a Brick
to give weight ; and attach to the bundle
a rope of sufficient length to reach the
bottom of the well. Throw this bundlo
down the well, and haul it up again as
quick as possible. Repeat this operation
rapidly for ten minutes, and the atmos-
phere of the well will become quite Innocu-
ous, as will be proved by letting down
a lighted candle. The bundle, as Is easily
understood, caries before it u quantity of
fresh air from tho surface, and this, ol
course, displaces the toul and dangerous
sir from the bottom.

Oreworked Children la England.

"Sftne Idea," sayTthe Pall Mall On-itlt- e,

"of tho sufferings ensured by child-
ren employed In brick-field- s may bo
formed by reading an Interesting report
from Whymper, just
prlated with the report of the Inspectors
of Factorlei. Mr. Whymper says he has
himself scores of memoranda of hard-
ships undergone In their childhood by
those who are now adults. It seems not
to have been uncommon for a child of
nine years to load barrows from 5 a. m.
to D r. si. One gentleman, now manag-
ing director of Important works, com-
putes that working these hours he, while
under nine years, lifted forty-fiv- e thou-
sand bricks per week, each brick weigh-
ing. ton pounds, or over three tons per
one thousand. He was frequently so ex-

hausted that he had to lie carried on the
'moulder's back to nnd from his homo,
three miles each way. As a proof that
the long hours wero not without their
usual result of excessive fiitigue, Mr.
Whymper instances a case fci which the
narrator remembers frequently to have
fallen sound asleep while beginning to
eat nis supper, anu to nate oeen roused
'ne next morning at i a. m. wun tne icon
till in his hand.
