Munificent EduCftttMalHeqticstfi.
' Wc learn from tlie report of tin; Com
nil loners of Education that the people of
this country have given during the veur
Wi'l, more than ten million dollars toward
thi! higher Institutions of learning, and
voluntarily taxed Itself to the amount of
nearly seventy millions inure for common
schools. When the great tire of lloston
consumed soine of the buildings belonging
to Harvard, that oltv that hud Ju.-- t lost
so much contributed eighty-liv- e llinusuuil
dollars in a single week toward siipplvhig
the loss, On tlie principle that "to him
that hath shall more be given," $J,7o:i,-1U7.- 01

of this ten millions inoru than u
iiiiarler of the whole sum was given to
tlie educational Institutions of Massachu-
setts. Xew York comes next with over
two million two hundred thousand dol-
lars ; mi that these two States, already so
thickly sprinkled with colleges, nborhl1vu
out ol the ten millions contributed by thu
whole country. It Is sad to notice that so
little of thlsoducatlomd fund has been given
to the poorer Western ami Southern States;
the great bulk of it was contributed by
communities where a' good common
school and academical system foods the
colleges with students, an'd where such In-

stitutions prove their right to be by the
number ami quality of their graduates.
And It l not uninteresting to observe that
more than four-tilt- of thc--e sums were
donations, not Itcqitc.sts. They were not
the contributions of those who merely In-

dicated the direction lu which this money
should How. when they could no longer
control It, but were the living gifts of
men and women who took this amount
from their own pockets, and thus despoiled
themselves its well as their heirs. They
desired to see the result of these Itencfae-tlo- ns

In their own lifetime, and to avoid
these sad quarrels that too often .defeat the
benevolent Intentions of the" testator.
The largest amount from a single source
N the bequest of the lato Isaau Rich, of
lloston, of a million and a half of dollars
to found lloston l'iilvcr.lly. Dr. James
Rush leave ii million dollars for a library
in Philadelphia: Syracuse University gets
six bundled and titty thousand: Prince-
ton, four hundred ami seventy thous-
and : Cornell, threft hundred 'and twelve
thousand; Columbia, two hundred
and titty thousand: , aud Harvard,
two hundred ami thlrtv-on- e thousand.
There were In that year thirty-seve- n gifts,
of which tho lowc.--t was titty thousand
dollars, thu largest a million ami a half,
while the amounts ranging from ten to
fifty thousand dollars were so many that
wo cannot enumerate them. Hut they all
unite to prove how freely and how gene-
rously the wealth of the country Is poured
out fur these educational Institutions. Our
latest visitor, Professor Tyndall, who left
thirteen thousand dollars a the avails of
his lectures, to found scholarships fur stu-
dents devoting themselves to original re-
search, says : T have seeii In America a
willingness ou .thu part of Individuals to
devote their fortunes, in the matter of edu-
cation, to the Service of the common wealth,
for which I cannot' find a parallel else-
where." i

Let It not tic supposed that 1S72 was tin
exceptional year tor educational gifts. In
the present year Cornelius Vaudcrhllt has
given half a million dollars to establish
the University of the Methodist Episcopal
Church South, mid another hair million
for a young ladles' seminary nt New Dorp,
on Staton Island; Henry F. Duraiit, of
lloston, is erecting at his country-sea- t, at
Wclloslov. a female college, modeled after
Mount Ilolyoke. that will cost from half a
million to a million ; Johns Hopkins, of
Hultlmorc, has founded au Institution for
the education of four hundred colored or-

phans ; Mr. John Anderson, of New York,
lias added lifty thousand dollars to his gift
of Peuikese Maud; and Mrs. (Jtiincy
Shaw, of Hoston. has riven one hundred
thousand to the Institution at Cambridge
over which her father. Professor Agasslz,
presides.

Aud while thu wealth of the country Is
thus being freely given to these centers of
learning, the culture, tint thing taught and
the mode of teaching, are being steadily
uplifted year hy year. It takes ouo year s
more study to enter a leading Eastern col-
lege to-d- than If did twenty years ago;
andthc.toudenoy Is steadily toward higher
qualifications tor adml.-'lo- n. In 1810
freshmen were admitted of the age of
twelve mid thirteen : hi 18 10 they averaged
sixteen; to-da-y that average Is over
eighteen. Ami the quality of what Is
taught is equally Improved. The princi-
ple of the selection of studies ami their
adaptation to tho future course ol the stu
dent is rapuiiy winning us way nt our
leading universities. Do Tncqucvlllo,
who so thoroughly luvestlgatcd our
Institutions a generation ago, looked
sadly upon the practical nature of
our studies. '"It must be confessed," ho
says, "that among the civilized people of
ouriige there arc few hi which tlie highest
sciences have made so lit lie progress as in
the United States. . . . Thu future
will prove whether the pns-lo- n for pro-
found know ledge, so rareiind fruitful, can
be born and developed so readily lu demo-
crat le societies as In aristocracies.'' Hut
Tyndall. who studied the seleiitllle tenden-
cies of the nation hilt yesterday, wa ofu
more htqicful opinion. He was "unable
to see anything lu the constitution of so-

ciety to prevent any student, with the root
of the matter lu hliu. from bcntnwiug thu
most steadfast devotion on pure science.
If groat scieutllli! results am not achieved
hi America, it is not to the small agitations
of society that I should lie disposed to as-
cribe the defect, but to the fact that the
men among you who possess the genius,
for scleutillc Inquiry uro laden with duties
of administration or tuition so heavy as to
lie utterly Incompatible with the continu-
ous and tranquil meditation which origi-
nal Investigation demands. I do not think
thl' state of things likely to last." Thu
present tendency of the higher branches
of education Is undoubtedly toward a love
oi classical knowledge for Its own sake; a
pur-n- it of science that tinds Its reward hi
mental not In pecuniary ncqitl-ltlo- u; a
breadth ol thought that admits each sub-
ject of study to have Us ow n luttiu-l- u

savs. should never ret sutMied till our In-

stitutions have attained such a superiority
that European students shall llud It neces-
sary to vl-- lt this country In order to com-
plete their education !
