The public roads that wo bavo

passed ovor lately, being those under
the supervision of ovcrscors James D,
Shelton, James Murphy, Joseph W.
Rush and William Achor, aro in a
better condition than they havo .been
for years. The work that hat been
done is generally substantial and of a
eharactcr that will materially Ira- -
provo tho road-be- d. 8uch Is also tho
case, wo learn, with most of the roads

the county. From having tbo
most miserable dirt roadsjthst wero
to bo found anywhere, we are begin-
ning to havo tho best. The sentiiuont
of that class most in need of good
roads, tho farming community, is be
ing strongly directed against the sys
tem of botching tho roads by careless In
and Incompetent overseers, which has
almost universally prevailed hereto
fore. From the record the county
court has mado for itself iu this mat
ter, we era Inclined to think thut
thoso overseers who havo fulled to
perforin their duty will recelvo but
little forbearance. This is gratifying,
aud wc hope the court will resolutely
stick to the policy they havo inaugu
rated, aud unceremoniously turn out
every Incompetent. It is a most im-

portant point that every road over
seer be qualified to fulfil tho duties of
his position, aud that he havo the
honesty to do it. The law relating to
tho improving of public roads has
been very defective, and although
bettered very much by tho last legisla
ture, is sill fur front meeting tho wants
of tho system. But with tho facll
ities that it affords, a great ndvanco
can bo made over what has yet been
accomplished. As a general thlug,
with tho proper manngomcut, each
road district tun secure about half tho
work necessary to placo tho roads iu
excellent condition, if this work bo
expended In grading and ditching, so
that tho road-be- d will bo properly
drained, and protected from the
washing rains, what la douo will bo
permanent and Hot rcqulro repetition
the next season. This system of
work kept up n few years would en
sure good roads, lint with many
overseers notions ob
talu and it Is almost impossible to
eradicate them. They can never be
mado to realize tho fact that rain will
fall upon a road-be- d as well as else
where, or if it docs, that it will not
nn up hill to get oft' as well as down

hill; so that if wo sco any provision
at all for tho draining ot water, we
aro just us upt as not to soo tho ditch
leading up an incline. This. is all
wrong, but it lias been tho theory
under which many of our roads have
been worked. Tho tax, as rated by the
court, is put at tho lowest limit al
lowed by tho law one mill ou the
dollar. This is quite enough at pros
cnt, especially as part of it is worso
than thrown awuy by mismaufgc
incut. When It will be certain that
the money will be properly expended
tho court should raise tho amount to
two or three mills, for we arc certain
that our people would submit more
cheerfully to no tax than that for tho
Improvement of tho roads they havo
to travel.
