DEATH oF JOEL BLANKS, ENQ.

When a citizen who by long resl.
dence hins comie to be regarded as one
of our landmarks, Is removed from
our midst by death, the Interest and

subject Is one that enjoyed In so pe-
culinr adegree the confldence, rospect
and esteem of the community, as did
the late Joel Dlanks, Esquire. It ls
no empty compliment to say that no
man In the county enjoyed In a greater
degree these marke of friendship, and
that thoy wers atiributable ne lose
to his genulne worth than to his ge-
nial and kindly disposition. Ile died
at the resldence of his daughter, Mrs.
Witcher, In Monroe township, Feb-
ruary 25, 1875, alter a protracted at-
tack ot pneumonin,

Ile was born In Plttaylvaniacounty,
Yirginis, Fobruary 27, 1800. In his
native county he held several offices
of honor and trust, e married Miss
Nancy Compton, January 4,1827, In
1831 he moved to thisstate and set-
tled on Dig creek on a farm which to
this day bears the Impress of his en-
ergy and management. It was here
that most of his associations with
the people of his county were formod.
His house atood ou the most fre-
quented thoroughfare In the country,
and over which, from the earliest set-
tlements until the bullding of the
North Missourl rallroad, poured a
stendy stream of Immigrants and
other travelers. Esquire Blanks was
elected sheriff and collector of this
county In 1848 ; re-elected in 1850, and
again n 1856. With one exception
lie was the only man who ever held
three terins of that effice In this
county. Bix children, five duughters
and one sen, were born to him, of
whom four survive—Mrs. IRobert
Mitchell, Mrs. W. W. Dirkhead, Mrs.
Witcher and Mrs. John 8. Thornhill,
all of whom reside In this county.
Ilis wife diod April 11,1864, Hesold
his homestead in October, 1889, since
which time he lived with his children,

llis fuoneral, accompanied by tho
the usual Masonie honors, of which
order ho had long bLeen a member,

took place last SBunday, from the res-
Idence ot Mrs., Thornblll In this
plince.

COLLECTOR'™ SETTLEMENT.

The following Is an exhibit Inepit.
ome of the settlement of Collector

TIHE HoMICIDE,

The examination of John Crouch
for tho killing of Aleck Carter, Le-
fore Esquire J. I3, Allen and John M.
Reeds, commencod lsst Wednesday
morning, and at this writing (Tues-
day, tliree o'clock p. m.) s not fin.
Ished. About fifteen or twenty wit-
nesses were examined for the state
snd nearly the same number for the
defemse. The prosccution then
brought five or six for rebuttal, the
Iast of which is now on tho stand,
The case will be argued to-night and
possibly flulshed up. At this stage
of the proceedings weo forbear lo
make any comment or any surmise
upon its probable disposition. The
testimony has, in the maln, corrobo-
rated the statement made lu our lnst
Ivsue, concerning the prineipal facts
as thero glven ; that of the prosecu-
tion leaving the case a little stronger
than we stated it, while that of the
defenne showed provocation and es-
tablished that threats had been made
by the deceased. On the whole, the
sointiment hes changed somewnat In
favor of thoe prisoner. When tho
cane Is disposed of wo shall give the
sallent pointe more fully, so that our
roaders may be able to formn an accu-
rate opinlon,
