Bmall pork will be sufficiently
cured In fivoor vix days, but hams in-
tended for smoking should, if lurge,
Iny In the birine at least four weeks.
This plekle, ve most uthers of Hia kKind
mny bo used repeatedly, If boltsd up
afresh each thwe with a small addition
of Ingredlents. Dofore putting luto
the Lrine, it should be well wasliod
and wiped dry, In llamburg, these
“Westphalla inms" are smoked in ex-
tensive chiwmbers, In the upper sto-
ries of high bulldinge. Tne ymoke In
conveyed to theso rooms through
tubew from fires in the cellar, and It Is
sald It communicates a flaver to the
hamn far superior to that of ordinary
snivke-houses,
