Indian Women Uovote the Winter
to Fancy Work.

Passing of Seatsn of Feasts and Danc-

ing Enables Squaws to Devote
Time to Making Indian.

Trappings.

Thomas, Okla Now that the
Cheyenne social season has ended

I nlth the close, of summer the women
of the, tribes have .more leisure for
making and decoration of moccasins,
and other Indian trappings Tbelr
children are at school, their homes
are stationary and dances and, feasts
Infrequent

pfdltrs in bvsdwork have learned,
that tbey got best results by supply.
Ing the Indian woman with all bur
matt-rial-s and then paying for the
work when finished. In this way an
expert header will receive better pay
than she might be able to do If she
bad to get, tan and cut hides for
herself

The design for beadwork is often
agreed upon beforehand, as well. In
this way the Indian is saved from de
cision and the dealer can be sure Ira
will get the designs and sixes which
have been found to suit the markets
Moreover, this prevents the low In-

steps whch are invariably found In
moccasins made for Indian wear

The Indian has worn heelless foot-
gear for so many generations that his
Instep Is not as high as that of most
civilized men, and and the result Is
that, If left, to themselves, the moc-

casin makers turn out footgear that
few white people can wear.

nut for all this the pattern making
and beaded design are genuine ' In-

dian' In every respect, and have been
raiufully copied from old models The
present system probably has done a
great deal to preserve old Indian pat-

terns, which Plight have boon for.
gotten or changed It left unstandard-(ze-

It Is remarkablo with what deftness
and speed an expert can cover a pair
of buckskin moccasins, using only a
thin strand of sinew and a sharp awl.
The Indian woman has been adept at
this work for years upon years, and
her best work is easily distinguished
from the cheap and Irregular work of
factories

Tho art work of I'lioyentie women
and Cheyenne men Is quite different

The man's art Is realistic and Is In-

tended to represent things as they
are He devoted his attention to
painting tepees, shields and buffalo
robes, and these pictures are never
twice the same.

The wom.cn, on the other hand, em-

ploy unchanging geometrical designs,
squares, circles, triangles and lines.
Flowering lines and flower patterns
are utterly unknown to the women of
the plains tribes, and whenever seen
should' be regarded with suspicion by
the collector, as It Is mora than prob-

able they came from Germany
Some of the forest tribes, such as

the OJIbway, use these flowering pat-

terns, but none of the true plains In-

dians do so,
In reading the designs on a mocca-

sin one can usually say that the
triangles are tepees If tbey stand up-

right round tho sdle. If not, and es-

pecially If they aro pointed toward
somo other figure, the stand fpr

at the heel. These wore intended to
smooth over the tracks by the wearer,
so that anyone following him might
be unable to know who had passed.
Of course they also were decorated,
especially when the wearer was
mounted.

comes scarcer the m&kera of moc-

casins will have to turn more and
more to other kinds of leather. If tbey
do not havo to give up making them
altogether
