Courts Have Authority to Re

strain Hitchcock When Act--

ing Contrary to Exist-

ing LawsConcurs
in General.

Judge Joseph A. GUI has filed with
the clerk of the Indian Territory court
of appeals his opinion in the noted
tribal tax case, and concurs in the
main wllli the conclusion reached by
that court in it recent decision as
handed down by Judge Townscnd, of
the Southern district.
. Judge Gill has gone Into the case
fully and rendered an elaborate and
exhaustive opinion, reviewing at
length the history of Indian Territory
court legislation, and also with refer
ence to the treat ies bearing upon the
subject.

While he reaches substantially the
same conclusions reached by Town
sends, he does so for other reasons,
which aro amply and clearly set forth
in the opinion. The central Idea In

Judge Gill's posit Ion is that the Choc-
taw tribe retained Jurisdiction over
lands segregated for townsltea, or,
rather, over lots lu lownsltes, in that
nation until title had pawned from the
tribe to the Individual. That Is to
say, the tit le to a town lot sold by the
townslte commission remained In the
tribe until the final payment for tame
had been made and deed issued.

. He says there is no doubt in his mind
that until final payments are made on
town lots the Indians retain the title
therein. Mere delay In the Issuance
of title would not suffice to continue
the title In it, provided all of the con-

ditions required of the purchaser un-
