CITY COUNCIL MEETIXU. .

Report of the Special Committee on
the Collection of Taxes.

At Saturday night's meeting of the
city council, the December pay roll
amounting to $1995.32 was allowed;
also $500 for fire department salaries.

it was ordered that the sewer com
missioner's salary should be paid from
the sewer extension fund, as the street
maintenance fund was short.

Ihe special committee appointed to
devise ways and means to collect the
taxes reported as follows:

Be it ordained by the city council of
the city of Kl Paso: That Milliard
Patterson, attorney at law, residing in
the city of El Paso, Texas, be. and he
is hereby employed to collect for the
city of El Paso, all taxes which may
now be due said city, and all taxes
which may now be delinquent, for any
year since the city's first incorporation,
and he is hereby authorized to proceed
as the agent and attorney of said city,
to collect said delicquent taxes either
by suit or otherwise, and he is author-
ized in any case where in his judgment
the city has acquired title to any
property, through or by virtue of any
tx sale to sue for the recovery of such
property. And in consideration of his
services the city of El Paso does here-
by agree that he shall have one-ten- th

of all taxes now delinquent that may be
hereafter collected, either by him
directly through suit, or by the asses-
sor or collector of the city of El Paso.
And said city of El Paso agrees that
he shall have for his said services all
of the interest that may be collected
hereafter upon any taxes which may
have become due for any year prioi to
1890. And said city agrees that he
shall cave, and shall be conveyed to
hira, one-tent- h of any real estate, the
title to which may bave been hereto-
fore acquired by the city at any tax
sale, which he may recover in the
city's name by suit.

Judge Coldwell, a member of this
committee, aia not approve or tne re-
port, and he immediately proceeded to
jump all over it. The judge was feel
ingly answered by Messrs. Stewart and
Roberts; and then Mr. Patterson took
a whack on the oratorical bat. Mr.
Patterson believed he could collect the
taxes and said the proposed contract
was legal; he would tane chances on its
legality.

Judge Coldwell asked that the matter
go over until next meeting, so that
citizens might be able to express their
ideas on the same, At his urgent and
solicitous request it was laid over but
only until tonight when the council
will take definite action.

CIUPTElt IX UNION PACIFIC.

The Government About to Foreclose its
Mortgages anil Take Possession.

The government will foreclose its old
time mortgages on the Union and Cen-
tral Pacific roads, irrespective of the
rights real or alleged of other mort-
gage bond holders. The Union Pacilic
proper extends from Council Bluffs,
la., to Terrace, Utah, about 1200 miles,
although the Southern Pacilic which
leases the Ceutral Pacific operates the
link between Ogden and Terrace. The
Central Pacific extends from Terrace
to San Francisco, but as the Southern
Pacific company controls the San Fran-
cisco entrance, the government or who-
ever else takes the Central may have
some difficulty in securing right
of entrance. The courts will have to
be resorted to in any event. The
Central has no lateral feeders control
led by the Southern Pacific; but, the
Union Pacific has in past years built up
a great system oy securing control oi
the Kansas Pacific, runoinir from Kan
sas to Denver, numerous small lines
connecting with it in Nebraska and
Kansas, the Colorado lines connecting
it with the Culf of Mexico, the Cheyenne
and Northern, the Denver and South
Park road, the old Utah Central, the
Utah and Northern running to Butte,
Mont., the Oregon short line, and the
Oregon Rail way & Navigation compa-
ny, the latter giving steamship con-
nection between Portlaud, San Fran-
cisco and Alaska.

It was a great system, and astute
railroad maestros, like S. H. II. Clark.
Sidney Dillon, Jay Gould, Charles
Francis Adam', Tom Potter and others
who accomplished this, thought they
had the consolidation on a permanent
basis. But the government hold was
an old man of the sea that could not be
successfully accommodated, and a few
vears ago a disintegration set in th
wiil shortly leave the main trunk lines
between Council Bluffs and the coast a
dead weightou t he government's hand
The Denver & Gulf, on petition from

Evans in the United States
court, was thrown into the hands of a
receiver, Frank Trumbull, formerly of
the Missouri Pacific, and after
prolonged battling in the court-- , the
lines achieved a substantial independ
enee. Then to ! was added the
Denver and South Park on the latttr
being thrown otT by the Uuion Pacific
receivers as unprofitable: and it was
onlv a few weeks ago that Oeneral .1

M. Dodge, who has fought Governor
bitterly in this seggregation

from the Union Pacific, came out and
acknowledged that the old governor
was right, and is now adding his in-

fluence to the efforts to complete the
union of the old Lnion Pacific interests
in Colorado under the seoarate action
uDd corporation of the Denver. 1'a.eitie
and Gulf system-- . This includes the
Jolesburg cut off, the direct line to
Cheyenne from Denver, the Cheyece
it Northern to connect with Custer
City, Mont., the Boulder Valley and
Georgetown roads, aud Denver and
South Park road, and the line from
Denver to Galveston via Fort Worth.
The present managenemtof this svstem
incipient though it is, has been such as
to reilect the highest credit on Judge
Hallet in his appointment of Frank
Trumbull as receiver.

The Utah Northern and the Oreeon
short line company have also effected a
separate corporate existence, and are
being welded into a system of their
own, leavici? the main trunk line strip-
ped and bare. Tho Union Pacific
management, however, has been doing
everything in its power to hold up its
end of the stick : and considering the
difficulties encountered, President
Clark and General Manager Dickinson
have accomplished w orders more than
could have been expected of them in
fact. What will become of the Kansas
Pacific is not certain. It may fall into
the hands of the Missouri Pacilic, and
again it may be conducted by a man-
agement of its own as an independent
corporation. The situation depends
upon who secures a majority of the
stock.
