E
IVORY CATCHING IT

He Was Brought Before the ('ourtThi
Morning'.

London, Jan. 18. The trial o.' Ed-

ward J. Ivory alias Edward Bell of
New York, arrested in Glasgow on
September 13th last, charged with con-
spiracy to destroy life and property by
the use of dynamite, begun in the Old
Bailey this morning.

Second secretary of the U. S. embas
sy, Carter, and U. S. Consul-Gener- al

Patrick A. Collins were present in
court. Ivory was well dressed and per
fectly composed, and pleaded not guilty.
Solicitor-Gener- al Findley, then pre
sented the prosecutors side of the case
to the court and jury and charged con
piracy with Tynan and others to cause
the explosion thus endangering life and
property. The barrister read the let
ter of Ivory which he said proved Ivory
was engaged in making inquiries in
Lond in and Lrlasgow, and was purpos.
tngto engage men to cause the explo
sions. Mr. Findley in continuing the
argument said the evidence which th e
prosecution would produce would link
Ivory with the doings of Kearney in
Antwerp. He would show that the
prisoner belonged to the order of Un
ited Irishmen and that he had attend'
ed the secret meeting of the United
Irishmen in Chicago, and left the Un
ited States in concert with Tynan,
Kearney and Haines.

Thomas Charles Jones testified that
ivory called at his place and asked to
purchase 25 pounds of chlorate of potas:sium saying he wanted it for the pui
pose of making experiments. Solicitor
Taylor for defense, cross examined the
witness with great severity. Associat
ed with the prisoner's counsel, which
includes Solicitor Russell, son of the
Lord chief justice of England, is
formerly Assistant District Attorney
Mclntire who has been engaged by
Ivory's friends In New Y'ork. It has
been thought that Mclntire would
perhaps be permitted to plead in be
half of Ivory but hie action will be
limited to that of an advisory capacity
only.

Senate Proceedings.
