"What is your opinion of the fight?"

"If it's on the square, why Fitzsim-
mons will Dut Coroett out of business,"
was the answer. is not in the
same class with Fitzsimmons. That is
my honest opinion, although I made
believe recently that Corbett would
win, but I had reasons for declaring
myself.

"I
would," he said, "like to have them
earn the amount they have expended,
by delving and sweating and toiling
until thty have produced 800 bushels of
wheat. Inea they would have had
their first practical lesson in elemen-
tary economics."

The Railroad "tf potters "
Senator Young, populist of Mont-

gomery county, Kansas, has introduced
in the senate, a bill prohibiting the
discharge of any employe by aoy per-
son or persons, firms, companies, cor
porations or associations on spotter evi
dence. Spotter evidence is defined in
the bill as follows:

"Spotter evidence under the provis-
ions of this act, shall be considered and
construed to be any and all evidence
obtained secretly or for hire or pay, by
any party or parties, and shall include
the testimony of all persons employed
by said party or parties to procure tes-
timony of evidence against any employe
for the purpose of discharging such
employe."

The plethora of money in eastern
centers has excited no little attention
and some apprehension in the eastern
press, because of the costly idleness of
this immense amount of the nation's
medium of exchanges.

The Reynolds Mining; Bill.
The Reynolds bill introduced in the

bouse of representatives regulating the
locating of mining claims within the
territory of New Mexico is one of great
merit.

This bill provides that all mining
claims located under the laws of the
United States and this territory shall
oe forfeited and thrown open to loca
tion after a period of ninety days cov
ered by any location made thereon,
provided that the first locator has not
complied with the law regulating the
amount of preliminary work, viz: A
ten foot hole, adit or other work, neces
sary to define his discovery and there
by establish bis location.

The bill affects only that class of
persons who have by their noncompli-
ance with the law in not doing any
work whatever, forfeited their claims,
but are still holding public domain by
a series of relocations to the exclusion
of bona fide locators and pro&p ctors,
thus retarding the mineral develop
ment of the mineral resources of the
territory.

The effect of this bill will within
ninety days from the time it becomes
a law throw open a vast section of
mining country by releasing many
claims in every mining district in
this territory, and admitting them to
location by people who will develop
them.

Every man is allowed by this bill to
locate and bold as many mining claims
as he can and will do the work neces-
sary upon. But he will not be allowed
to hold any mining claim longer than
ninety days if he does not do bis work.
The claim is then considered abandoned
according to this bill and for a period
of ninety days is open to location by
any one other than the first locator or
any one whatsoever interested with him
in such location.

New York real estate men are talk
ing of the project to erect a woman's
hotel on Fifth avenue.
