Cerrilos and San Lorenzo, owned
by tbeCompania Industrial de Orizab.
The capacity of the generating plant
will be 2000 horse power, and there
will be delivered the necessary power
for the complete electrical operation
of these three mills. This power will
be transmitted over a distance of ten
kilometers
