The River.

The river is rising higher this moro-
ing than it was last evening, but has
fallen a little pince midnight, when it
was at its highest.

At the head gate of the caopal this
morning the HERALD reporter was
present when a small leak was discov-
ered at the side wing of rock work
which extends along the western dirt
bank for & distance of about ten feet.
Chief Lockhart was present, and at
once started to town to have sacks sent
there to fill with sand to protect this
end of the canal ,for if it once broke
through at thatpoint, the lower end of
El Paso would be in daoger of a repeti-
tion of the flood of last year.

At the Santa Fe bridge the water is
about the same as it was last evening,
and from the water marks on the
bridge house it seems to be slightly
falling.

At the Stanton street bridge the
water is dashiog wup through the
cracks in the bridge. The water is|
washiog the stringers of the bridge on '
the upper side and shows every indi-

The White Oaks company have suc-
ceeded pretty well in holding their
track from going under, as it looked It
would yesterday morning.

Supt. Greig was down oa the river
bank all day working with Contractor |
Summers. -He said: **We have already
put in about 2,000 sacks, and we will
continue to put them in tomight.”
This was done, and up to this morning
oearly 4,000 had been placed along the
outer bank of the track dump, and in
that way saved it and kept the water
from golog over into the Mexican
setilement in the flat between toe levee |
aod the canal.

The water has come into [land’s
Grove until the pavilion is under
water and all families down in that
section back of the stock pens have
had to move out and are now campiog
out on the sand banks.

to hold the watér n check by having
two Mexicans with teams and scrapers
throwing up a little pile of sand Jalong
the water’s edge. When the reporter
was there noone was superintendingthe
work and the Mexicans didn't seem to
know which was low ground and which
was high, but spentas much time on'
the high as on the low.

The White Oaks track from where
it crosses the Texas and Pacific up w
where that thirty foot culvert cuts
through its track bed is all under wa-
ter. The distance is [fully 1,000 feet
and the river is pouring inoto the canal
and Hand’s Grove with & tremendous |
current. The Texas & Pacific people
have a gang of men at work placing
bags of sand among both sides of the
track where it crosses the canal to keep
it from washing the dirt bank awasy.
That three foot lume which conoects
Rand's Grove with the lower side of
the T. P. track 18 running a sel
stream so swift it would have been im-
possibie for & man to stand up in it.

The coun teams and hands are
bhard at work down in the bos, ue be-!

A Border Feud Recalled.

HNews has just reached Nogales that
£am Rhodes was killed at Santiago on
Jupe 24, Thi# occurred in the same
battle in which Norman Orme of this
city was wounded. Rhodes fell near
youog Orme, at the landing, under the
firat fire.

To many residents of Phoenix the
name of Rhodes will be familiar. Sam
enlisted with the *'RReugh Riders”
from Jerome. He was a brotbherof
John Rhodes, who was implicated with
Ed. Tewksbury in the murder of Tom
Grabam in 1802,

Tewksbury was a balf breed [ndian.
His family traded in sheep while the
Grahams dealt extensively in ecattle.
Both lived in Yavapal counoty during
the years of 1870-80. Somehow
trouble arose between the families
over their business interests which in
turn resulted iao & deadly family feud.

The Grabams waylaid and killed the
Tewksburys, and the Tewksbuarys paid
the Grahams back in their own coin. A
few years of such bitter hatred reduced
both hou:es to one male representative
each. It is sajd that fully tweniy per-
goos were killed in less than hsll that
number of years. .

Figally Tom Graham, the last of his
race, come down to Tempe and was
murd=sred. Ed. Tewksbury was held
on & charge of committivg the deed.
With him was John Rhodes who was
supposed to bave had a hand in the
crime. Both men were subjectad to a
rigid and searching trial but could not
be convicted. They arenowesaid to re-
side io Tonto Baein o which place
they wended their way after being re-
leased from custody here.

The story of the Grabam-Tewkshury
feud would fil. a volume dealing with
deaperata deeds and foolhardy bra-
very. In the intensity of the bitter-
ness displayed on both sides through-
out the entirg feud, the affair in gues-
tion has not beetr equalled in the an-
nals- of history: not excepting the
would famous Hatfield-McCoy feud in
Kentucky and West Virginia. In the
latter trouble, which still breaks out
in spots, it is estimated that fully fifty
people have been killed.-—-Border
Vidette.

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HOW DEWEY CAPTURED LONDON

Capt. Courtney of the Royal Engi-
neers Talks Interestingly.

Capt. Courtney is an officer in the
British army and is as signed to the
famous First Royal Engineers.

The reputation of the First Iloyal
Eogineers is world wide and there is
no mission of interest to the govern-
ment of Great Britain into which the
serviges of the Roysl Eoginecrs are not
called.

Americasnd Is in his way o the Chic-

make & report on that province of the
Thinese Empire, as to its agricultural,
mineral, and political possibili-
ties,

The captain after having been as-
signed to this special duty secured per-
mission to go by way of America so a8
wo visit the baths of Hot Springs, Ark.,
as he was suffering very much from
rheumatism. It has been just nine
weeks since he left London and in de-
scribing for the HERALD the scenes 1n
London after the news of Dewey's vic-
tory at Manila was received, the cap-
vain eaid: 4

‘‘The people nearly went wild. Ev-
ery one was highly elated over the suc-
cess of the American fleet. The main
thing that caught the Englishman was
the steady business-like way in which
Commodore Dewey went about the
fight. We were slf very much excited
and after the first news began to come
none of us could keep still until all of
it arrived. Myself and some of my
American friends promenaded the
streets until a late hour.

“One of the amusing features of that
evening was that at Russell Square
every evening s little German band
plays: 1 think m ~be there are ten
pieces in it. Agnyhow, on this evening
when everyone was feeling so
over the Americans’ success at Manila,
I sent for the leader of this band to
come:up to my rooms, aod as I wanted
the matter to appear purely patriotie I
asked him if he could plsy the
American patriotic tunes, such
as Star Spangled Banper, Yan-
kee Doodle, aod Dixie, He
assured me that he could play them
all and one or two others. So 1 told
him if the band would ceme out in the
square that night and play them I
would give him a soversign. He
agreed and promptly on time the little
German band appeared and began on
those airs.

‘“Well, you never heard such eheer-
ing in your life, It seemed as il all
the Americans in that part of town
came to the square. The band took up
the usual collection and I think they
made more that evening than they had
on any other during their whole winter
season.

“*The news men who sell papers
there (boys don't sell them as they do
here). charged for extra editions on
the fight three pence instead of ha’
penny which is the usual price, and
they would go around to Rassell
Square where the: Americans were,
and to the Savoy and Cecil, which are
generally understood to be head-
quarters for: the Americans who are
in London, and the three extra edi-
ticns which the papers bad got out
sold like hot cakes.

‘“‘Every body in London, both Ameri-
cans and Enpglishmen, felt good and
conldn’t do enough celebrating.

Capt. Courtoney said the English na-
val officers made many complimentary
remarks about Dewey’s cool, level-
headed, bueiness like way of going
into actiou at Manila. and, too, the
way that he puiled off and gave his
men time to get their breakfast after
haviog fought hard for two hours, and
after their morning meal, went back
into the bay for the second time to en-
gage the enemy.

**This fight of Commodore Dewey's
at Manila gained more friends for the
American navy abroad thao it ever
had before, and he has proved again,
8s many times previous, what good
stufl the American sailors are made of.

““That fight of Cervera's was of a dif-
ferent class. Cervera was just over-
powered and was fighting with tre-
meodous odds against him. His only
hope was to get away with the Colon
and with that vessel go to the aid of
Blanco at Havana. Now that he ut-
terly failed and was captured, he gets
more consideration at the hands of his
epemies, the Americans, than he does
from all Europe.

**Nearly all foreign nations think
that Cervera should have made a dash
in amongst his enemy’s vessels and
tried to sink as maoy of them as pos-
sible and in trying for that desired
end given his life as a martyr to the
cause of Spain. rather than to have
surrendered.”

In speaking further of the fight
=ound Santiago the captain said, *‘I
don’t think the commaoder in the field
should make the brunt of the fight
fall on the volunteers as it has been,
but the regulars, who have been in the
service and are paid to do the fighting,
are the men who ought to have the
bardest part of the battle to fight.

‘*Now I notice the other day where
orders were issued to the colonel of the
Tlst New York to advance as [ar as
possible on the Spanish forces which
occupied a hill in his front. A frer ad-
vancing as far as he could get the re-
giment to go he sent word to the gen-
eral to that effect and the reserves in
the rear of the Tlst began
to shout to stand aside
they would go further. The colonel
and the whole regiment except one
battalion in command of a major
stood aside for the reserves to pass
them; it was this battalion of the Tlst
bowever who were the first in the
Spanish treaches, sod they should get
& good deal of credit for their bravery
while the colonel and the balance
should be made to feel their cowardice.
“l am greatly in hopes,” said the
captain, ‘‘that the capture of Santiago
is the beginning of the end.’ i
