TERRIBLE
BATTLE

The Long Expected Advance
Commenced This Morn-
ing At Day Break

FIGHTING 1S FURIOUS

Our Losses Heavy. One Squad
Of Eight Montana Volun-
unteers Lost Six Wound-
ed And One Killed.

MANILA, March 25.—The long ex-
pected American advance upon the
rebels who have been wassing a force
to the north of Manila began at5:30 this
morning. The movement Was bril-
liantly executed but at a heavy cost to
the Americans. The object was to
flank the enemy’s stronghold at Polo,
which is to the north and beyond
Malabon and Caloocan.

At this hour (2 p. m.) there s every
indication that the movement Wwas
crowned with success. The advance of
the brigade of Generals Hale and Otis
was supported by a full battery 18th
Utah Artillery and two guns of the 6th
San Francisco battery. Delmonte was
the first town captured. This was tak-
en by Hale’s men. A half dozen other
towns foilowed and fell in quick
succession until the brigadea of Gener-
als Hale and Otis reached Bagbag,
where a turn to the left was made, the
intention being to flank the insurgents
who were strongly entrenched at Polo.
General Hale's men were s00D eDRag—
ing the epemy on the extreme right-
General Wheaton's brigade advaoced

directly upon Polo from Caloocan. His
troops met with a desperate resistance
but they carried three lines of uhe
trenches which extended to the
river after a8 brilliant af-
ter fighting. General Wheaton was
opposed by four thousand of the enemy
who were grestly protected by tren-
ches. Nothing bowever could stop the
Americans and they swept the Fili-
pinos before them. The Oregon vol-
unteers and the third artillery equip-
ped as infantry suffered the heaviest
losses. Major General McArthur who
commanded the entire movement show-
ed hisold time fearlesspess and ad-

vanced with the firing line
totally unconscious of danger
His example inspired the

Americans and they foughtwith add-
ed vigor and fiercepess. Our wound-
ed who now number nearly 200 are be-
ing brought into Manila from Coloocan
by train. In the first load were 142
men more or less seriously hurt. The
Chinese coolies are employed as litter
bearers, The enemy sapparently de-
morsalized after their first stand on the
right, rallled, and are bow engaged,
fiercely with our left. They are belng

mowed down by hundreds but the gaps
in their ranks are being filled up by
fresh men. The Filipinos are

fighting in eheer desperation, their
courage in face of their severe losses is
magnpificent. The reports from the
front say that hundreds of them have
fallen. The battle of Polo so far as
fowght is the fiercest of the war.
MANILA, March 25.—General McAr-
thur's troops have rested for the night
without taking Polo. McArthur ex-
pressed entira satisfacvion with the
progress made today. The country
over which the {izhting occured is un-
expectedly rough. This added to diffi-
culties encountered by the Americaos:

noon was terific. The insurgents ral-
lied on our right and strongly
opposed Generals Otis and Hale’s pas-
gage of the Tuliahan river. This was
accomplished finally but oot without
gerlous losses to our troops. The des-
perate fighting ls instanced by the fact
hat one man was killed and six wound
ed in a squad of eight Montans volun-
teers alone. Ome hundred and ffty-
seven dead Filipinos have been found
on the grouud covered by our right
wing.

The American wounded are display
ing great fortitude. One group brought
into the hospital were singing “A Hot
Time in the Old Town” and “Com-
rades.” The Pennsylvanians took &
pumber of prisopers. The captives
bslieved that they would be put to
death immediately.

The Americans charged the enemy's
trenches in their usual fearless style.
Several lines of them were captured
after fierce fighting. The Filipiuos
were driven back but rallied and at-
tacked the left wing (Wheaton's) with
great fury. At ncon the bautle was
raging flercely with the insurgents be-
ing slowly but surely driven back. The
Filipinos are fighting desperately as
they apparently realize that another
sweeplng victory for the Americans
will probably drive them from their
last ditch and crush the sevolt.

The troops engaged are: Third Ar-
tillery; Montana, Kansas, Pennsylva-
nia. Wyoming, Colorado, South Da-
kota, Minnesota and Oregon voluo-
teers, third, fourth, seventeenth and
twenty-second regulars; Utah artillery
and a batallion of the twenty-third re-
gulars. The behaviour of she Ameri-
cen eoldiers is spendid. The strong
rebel trenches in the cane brake were
charged with a desh acd fury that was
sublime, the enemy keeping up & ter-
rific fire. The Americans were B&ss-
slsted in the assault by thagunboat La-
guna. =
The American losses as reported up
to two o’clock p. m. were twenty one
killed. 125 wounded men were
brought to the hosp'tal and many more
are enroute. The battle was plainly
gseen from the city snd nearly every-
body here was watchieg the magnifi-
cent but terrible spectacle.
