caliber pistol tied to his light arm by
an elastic band, just above the elbow,
iuside his coat-Mleev- e. The pistol was
a double-actio- n live-shoote- r, self-cocke- r.

Tho rubber was elastic enough to
be easily thrown into liis hand by au
impulse of tho nrm. Saw an indenta-
tion on the cylender of the pistol,
made by the impact of a leaden ball.
A hole was made through the coat
sleeve"

Geo. C. Slioof said: "Was present at
the time of the shooting on the even-

ing of the 14th. Mr. Sewell came
from down the street In company with
Mr. Heise. Witness and defendants

At he present
time he is a farmer in Ataseoa coun-
ty, but years ago ho was body servant
to President Jefferson. In giving de-

tails of his life he said he was raised
at Mouticello, Albermarle county,
Virginia. where Jefferson lived.
When ho was old enough he
was made body servant, and when
talking of his dear old master, as he
called him, tears came into his eyes.
He deserlbtd Jefferson as a very kind
and huniiiuo man. especially to ne-

groes, and said that he always saw
them properly housed nnd eaied for.
This kimiuess, then uncommon, made

There was no escapes, all loved to be
near him and they would have laid
down their lives for their dear old
master. His manner was calm, his
temper even and ho did not remember
him using an unkind word. Jefferson
would occupy his time walking, rid-
ing, writing and fishing, but what he
seemed to ewjoy most was to sit in his
big arm chair aud think. Sometimes
during the thinking spells he would
light a cigar, but he was not an ex-
cessive smoker. He took great interest
in the Charlottesville university, and
frequently drove over tbero in his
coach and six horses and still more
frequently entertained the people from
the college. He remembered the pres-
ident's death and was in the room
when the spirit of the father of
Democracy passed away. He felt then
as if he had lost his father. He was
present nt the funeral. .Tcflcrson was
buried in a grand cofiln, purchased
from Kngland, which was glazed in
such a way rs to allow the body

to be plainly seen. Fagan saw the
body four months after i iterment
and he looked as natural as life. After
this Fagan was transferred to other
service. He came to Texas thirty
years ago. "When the emancipation
of the slaves were declared he became
free. "When asked if he was in favor
of emancipation he said: "Jfl was a
young man I would prefer being free;
as I was an old man, over seventy
years of age, it was bad
for me, for I had no one to take
care of me. However, with the
aid of tho Lord I have got on very
well." And this is true. Since he
became free he lias married him a wife,
got a family, and has a profitable lit-
tle farm.

t agau saiu ne nau none, ito minueu
his own business and let other folks
deal with politics. Here tho old man
touched his hat respectfully, bade the
commissioner good day and walked off
to attend his team.

A WEALTHY LUXATIC.

An Unparalleled Miirrlace Seeking the
Dliorco of mi Miiilinnit

und ft Veiuule Half-llrec- d.

Brooklyn, X. Y., August 17.-- Suit

was begun in the supreme court to-da- y

to annul a mairiuge between Andrew
S. Hall, a lunatic, und Mary J. Wood,
and Indian half-bree- d bigamist, who
has two husbii ads living ouu ol them
in prison serving a lire sentence Tor a
murder at Amityville. The story is a
most remarkable one. Hall is tho sou
of wealthy parents, tho father of two
pietty children, aud has a hand-
some home. He was adjudged
a lunatic olllciany. Alter ins
father's death, his mother and bis-

ters were given the custody of his
person and estate. They tent him to
tne I'launisn asyium irom nine iu
time, as his condition seemed to de-

mand, but much of his time was spent
at home. His wife and family were
libeially piovlded with money from
his father's estate, and when his wife
died the grandmother took the chil-
dren and himself to her own home.
Ho got away from homo periodically
soino months auo. and was traced to
collar dens on Bergen street fre-

quented by negroes, 3..ong Island In-
diana and Chinese, with women of the
most degraded diameter. There is no
lnoro wretched district in tho coun-
try. Iteccntly hu lias been living
with tho "Wood woman in
comfortable quaitera on Sumpter
street, ami, degiaded as she is charged
with being, she seems to liayo treated
him well. Her two previous husbands
weio both negroes, and she looks moio
llko a negress than an Indian. He ap-

peared pcrnoniilly in couit, although
as a lunatic having no standing. He
charged that tho wnoio seues 01 cs

wero Intended' to secure his
mother and sister his share of tho es-

tate. The lunacy pioceed-ing- s

had cost him 10,000,
and they probably intended to make
tnem cost himaas much moe. He
said ho was no lunatic. havliiK been
discharged from the asylum cmed.tluit
ho was a widower ami at liberty to
marry ; that his present wifu had
treated him well ; tnat their marriage
was legal, and that lie would not glvo
her up for ?2)0,00. Ho was so tender
of her reelings that he lias refused to
tell her of tho pioceedlngs. It is not
known what action the com t will
take.
