The Representative of a Magnificent
Scope of Couniry Talks About
’ Its Excellencies.

Fertile, Fruitful and Fair to Look Upon, it
is Destined to Hecome A Plenti-
fully Peopled RBegion,

In the course of a somewhat cursory
talk with Hon. J. N. Browning of Mo-
beetle yesterday, the subject of & highly
exaggerated sccount of the Panhandle
country that lately appeared in an East-
ern paper, was mentioped. It was re-
garded as unfortunate that the levlers of
such romascers should ever find their
way into print, as they operale to preju-
dice forelgzn readers agalnst the section
so miserably caricatared. To represent

the Panhandle of Tewms as g lawless
reglon, with a reckless set of
desperadoes  as  citizens, s as far

from the truth as to say that sinfol Cai-
cago is the abode of ssints,and that wick-
edpess is an unknown quantity in the
“windy city.,” Yet these falschoods,
while to a certain degree ecotertalning
reading,are also very annoving to the peo
ple of as peaceful and !law-abiding a sec.
tion as there Is in the whole country,

Some such ideas a5 these served as an
opening for the reporter to ask Mr.
Browning what he thouzht of the present
condition of the Panhandle and what its
future developments mizat be,

A GOOD SIZED DISTRICT.
Mr. Browning is in one wsy at least a

notable man. He represents the
largest leglsiative  distriet o the
world, and is now iis represen-
tative in the lower house of the Texas
legislature for the third time. His dis-

trict comporises only sixty-sevencounties,
an ares of laod five times as great as
Belgium, three times as lsrge as Greece,
as big as the state of Kentocky, with
15,000 square miles to spare. Verlly his
is o district of magoiticent distances.
And he fits it well. Of large frame, a
kindly face that wins by its pleasant
smile, robust physically and mentally, not
afraid to tell his convictions—that is Jim

Browning. A man who has won
for himself a npame and friends
all over the West by his

dauntless advocacy of what he helleves to
be the true policy of the state. But {t was
about the Panhandle rather than his views
on the land question taat TaE GazZETTE
man wanted to hear him speak.

“Tell you about the Paphendle,”
sald the ‘‘gentleman from Wheeler;"
“well, what do yom want to
know. Our section is fairly
prosperous, and the people seem con-
tented with thelr 1ot.
