The capability of sea water as a preser-
vative is shown by the fact that among
the articles recovered from vessels suuk
i the harbor of Vigo, Spain, in 1702,
there have been recovered specimens of
logwood and msghogany that, notwith-
standing their 184 years’ submersion, are
1n the most perfect state of preservation.
Dyers who bave experimented with the
logwood state that it is eyven better for
dying purposes than the wood now im-
ported. The mashogany, too, is very
fine and solid, one log, twelve fect
long and twenty-two by thirty-two inches
square, belng subsequently worked up in
the shape of furniture snd walking-sticks
as mementoes. The cuief object of in-
terest, however, is an ancient pulley bloek
four and one-half f=et high and three f:et
broad, with foor solid copper sheaves
¢ighteen inches in diameter. It is of
solid oak, and was probably used in hoist-
ing heavy urticles of merchandise or the
anchors. The wood is perfectly pre-
served, but an iron band is completely
corroded away, while the copper wheels
are but slightly coxidized.

The object discovered is the
pedestal of & statue of most caricus and
udigue form. It bears various represen-
tations on its three sldes; in the center is
represented an armed horseman, on
either side of which sppear personages
with long garments, Tais piece of sculp-
ture is one of the few warks of art foand
io Attica resembling Egyplian art as re-
gards the mode of representation, the
manner of workmanship and the form.
It was discovered serving 88 & =support
to the gltar ip a chapel at Kropia. In
the same little chapel was also discover-
ed, walled in, a small picce of sculpture
representing IHeracies destroying the
Nemean lion. 7This has likewise been
brought to Athens,
