'CAPTAIN LEE HALL.

Hie Fricnds Scont ths Idea of Any Crocked-
ness On His Part.

An Associated Press item in yesterday’s
GazerTE from Washington city contained
4 statement to the effect that Captain
Lee Hall, government agent for the Kio-
wa, Comanche and Wichita Indians,
with  headquarters at Anardarko,
was to be proceeded against criminally
by the Attorney-General on a charge of
ma‘feasance in office. The chsarges are
the presentation of fraudulent vouchers
and the appropriation of money belong-
ing to the Indians to his private use,
The item occasioned some talk in Fort
Worth, but it met with little credence.
Men who have known Lee Iall for years
say that they are satisfied of his inno-
cence of any wrong-doing, and belleve the
press siatement to be a BT0S8 exaggera-
tion of the facts. A genuemean who 18 in
& position to kuow eays that it is impos-
sible for Hall to be £25,000 short with the
government as charged; that the total
money handled by Hall was only $37,000,
and of this he paid out at one time
£31,250 for cattle for the Indians, and
there were sums in certaiu banks, (naming
the banks) scilicient to nearly equal

in & way that left no doubt of eincerity
that every aollar of governmend money
could be account:d for. He was not
afraid of the resulits of any triai and
would delend his integrity and f2ir name
to the bitter end.

FLESH TURNED TO STONE.

Birange Transformation of a Dead Body In
Dakota,

Rapld City Cor. Mllwaukee Jourznal.
Dakota Is truly 2 marvelous and won-
deriul country. Not only wonderful in
mineral and agricultural resources, but
1t abounds in geological formatiuns that
afford constant surprise and study for the
student in this most interesting science.
The Bad Lands, lceated scventy miles
southeast of this point, have no equai on
this continent as 8 receptacle
for peirifactions of amphibious ani-
mals., The peculiarity of the soil trans-
forms flesh into stone, butv this power
is not only conflned to the soil of the Bad
Lands, but exists in many localities in
the Black Hilis, A case has just come to
the knowledge of your correspondent that
has never been made public, and pruves
that many bodies buried in the Hills have
turned to stone. Tiae case at hand is that
of a little son of Mr. Eugene Holcomb, a
prominent citiz:n of Rapid Ciity., Some
years ago the boy died and was buried in
a spot not set aside for general burying
purposes, When the city grew aod a
cemetery was selected, Mr. Holcomb hed
& large monument erected, and the de-
parted disioterred. The family expected
when the shovel of the grave-digger
resched the casket It would n=ed replac-
ing, snd hed made preparations to that
and. The coffin was reached, and as the
man endeavored to place a répe under-
neath to twist it to the surface, he was |
surprised at 1ts great weight,” Thinking
it was the narrow, contracted hole that
reduced his strepgth, he made seversl
more efforts, but only moved it afew
inches, and was compelled to eall for aid.
Two men succeeded in placing the rope
about the casket, and with a hard pul! it
was brought to the surface. An exami-
nation fcllowed, snd upon the de-
ceased being revesled it was found
that the body bad turned, not as
Scripture says: ‘‘Dust thou art, to dust
returnest,” but into solid rock. From a
gentleman who was present and whose
word can be relied upoun, it was learned
that the parents easily recognized the
child. The body hsd essumed a dark
brovin color, the features slightly shrunk-
en, and he compared it with the appear-
ance of & mummy. The eyehrows and
hair were of a lighter hue, while the
hands looked perfect. It was tie most
singular sight he had ever witnessed, ard
only the sensitive feeling of the parents
kept the matter from the newspsper col-
umns. The body was again interied, and
now rests peacefunlly in the family lot for
aught we know.

The strange transformation of this |
body is uot the only instance recorded.
The few number ot dead removed has not
sfforded an opportuaity to learn how
common an occurrence this may be, bat
lesrned gentlemen tell me thet when
(Gsbriel blows his bugle, or the disin-
terring of bodies becomes nccessary in |
the Black hills country, many bodies will
be found turned to stope. The other
instance reiasted is that of Wild Bill,
murdered in Deadwood by Jack Call ten
years ago. Bill was buried on the moun-
tain gide and the bulidivg of residences
compelled the unearthing of his bones.
What was the surprise of his friends
wben they discovered that the famous
frontiersman was a solid stone—petrified.
This revelation msy appear sirange to
eastern readers, bus here it is an open
secret. f
