Qalifornia and Oregon Rallway.
AsHELAND, OrRE@ON, Dec.18 —The Cali-
fornia and Oregon Riilway wascompleted
yesterday. The projectors contend for
the Pacific coast system from the stra-
getic stancpoiat that the completion ef
the northern link is of vahd importance
to the national government &s a defensive
meeasure in case of war and the rapid con-
centration of troops. Special trains from
Sin Francisco and Portland, Oregon,
brought Jargs numbers of prominent men
to witness the driving of the last spike.
The party from Oregon included the Gov-
ernor and other state cfflcers. Leaving
R:dding for the north, tne heavy Cali-
foropia train was drawn up the steep ap-
proaches of the mountains by three pow-
erful engires, reaching Sesson at 7
o'clock, 4000 feet sbove the sgea level.
At the base of Mount Saasta, which
reaches 4000 feet above Sesson, th+
train wound around the great
butte, descending Into the Shasia valley.
At this point the stupendous character of
the engir zering difficulties in compassing
the Shssta range dDegan to be revealed.
Ascending the Klamath range the railrosd
forms loops, the track rising in tiers, the
road at onme point traversing eighteen
miles in the accomplishment of an air
Jine of one-third that distance. Ia the
morring the Siskyou tuonel was reached.
This pierces the mountain ffor 3300 feet,
and =oon sfter leavieg it the Companion
tunnel, 1400 feet in length was entered.

This tunnel delayed the con-
struction of the road two
years. At 4:45 the train reached

Ashland, where the ceremony of driving
the last sp'ke was observed. Mr, Crocker
struck the blow which completed the
road, snd simultsneously fired cennon in
Portland and Ssn Francieco. The presi
dent of the Daykon division, the repre-
ceptatives of the municipsiity and the
Cnamber of Commerce of San Francisco,
sp.k3 briefly sfter prayer by Rev. F. G.

No. l6—Referring e No. 15, we will
stzie, and firmiy believe tnat many wil
rgree with us, that if the present reputa-
tin of T: xis with those living in other
siates was jastified by the fxcis there are
very fow of us who are here now (and
#00 heve been here sometime) who
would remain longer in the siate than jt
would take us to get out of it. No, gen-
tlemen; we would not live! We, who
love order and obey laws; we, who build
and  encourage churches, schools,
anivereities, ceclleges and all such
institutions, as well es help build rail-
roads, and encourage and assist ail legiti-
mate enterprises; we, who love our fam-
ilies, aud are and have been endeavoring
(and many have succeeded) to provide
for their present and fature happiness
and welfare, as well as the love and pride
we have for our state.

No. 22—Speaking of ‘‘questionable
practices’ in securing amd working for
business, etc , (please see the Houston
Post of December 8, 1887 )

By some people it may be considereds
‘‘questionanle practic:’ to pay for what
they get, that is to pay value received for
any work done or business secured, waile
to others it is considered business not to
expect something for nothing, and es-
pecially so when your competitors are
willing to and do pay for any and all
business given them. Again there are
many high-toned and honorabie
gentlemen (who siand to-day, snd have
stood for years at the head of their pro-
fession, and have been very successful in
their line of business, viz: that of the
passenger and immigration, who have,
apd do yet, believe in payiog for business
given their respective lines, and directed
t{o and through the couniry which the
same pass through or lead to. And again
the gentiemen who receive the
compensation referred to, are well
worthy of consideration and re-
spect, and were it not proper and
legitimate for those gentlemen to recleve
pay for their work, it is believea
that they would not accept, under any
consideration whatever, the compensa-
tion referred to and said by the said Post,
to be a questionable practice. And
again, gentiemen, let us piease consider
the fact that there are many of our best
and most prominent mercoants, as well
a8 those engaged in the real estate and
other legitimate pursuits or businees, who
believe in paylng lor any work or favors
received, that is to say they payin pro-
portion to the work done, and business
secured; to be plain and understood by
all railroad officials, railroad agents,
and the public in general, who are direct-
ly interested in this matter, and many of
whom have been severally criticised, if
pot insulted, by the ar icle referred to in
the Houston Post, are actually charged
with ¢‘‘questionable practices,”” and the
attention of the cificials c{ raiiroads, who
have geen fit to pay = commisgion for busi-
ness received for their respective lines,
will no doubt feel somewhat surprised,
snd at least will not or could not be ex-
pected to feel friendly to a paper, or the
etate in which such & paper is priuted,and
not called to task by the preas of the state
in general, for such abuse, when none has
been deserved.

As we started out to state and to make
it plain to all, the custom and practice of
paying commissions, not only on ticket
sales, but on sales of merchandise, land,
and in fact most any and all things, is in
existence to-day, has been heretofore,
and no doubt will continue to be for all
time to come. Yes, and by as good and
moral people as we have in Texas or any
other state in our great glorious Ameri-
can country, and we can say the

same of those who receive said
commisgions. Perhaps the Hous-
ton Post can make soma  satis~

factory explanation to those gentlemen
whom they have 80 severely criticised; it
is to be hoped so, at'least. To the gen-
eral reader this paragraph may not be of
interest as they may not fully understand
its importance. There are, however,
some of our ofiicials and citizens who
may ind it interesting reading. If so
and tney profit by it, it will jastify the
space and time given to it and if acted
upon the people of Texas and the state
3 ‘be beneflited very much.

Now we willtake s
state like ours, and the railroads in their
present conditi:n. Can we afford to
8tand on ceremooy and be more conser-
vative than ot ers who are much stronger
than we are, bu : still have a more liberal
and progessive policy than we ever have
been favored w.th? You can not success-
fully work Texas and her rajlroads as you
would Pennsylvania or Ohio and their
railroads, and we might jost &s well de-
cide this questivn and have an under-
standirg before going to work, shounld
we conclude to do so,

No. 256—If we, ai! hends, those repre-
genting all interests ag well &8 the public
in general, will pause for a moment snd
consider what working for immigration
aud pasgenger business is, they will be
ible to get some little idea of what is
meant by competition. If they will notice
the effort now being made in Texas by
the (flicials and agents who represent
lines in the southeastern states, juast at
this time cur state is alive with these
gentlemen. Not only the traveling pas—
senger agents, but the general sgen's are,
and have been *‘in the saddle" {for the
pasi two weeks, and many will remain in
our state, while others are located here
permanently. All will continue to work
up to, and includieg the last dey the low
rate tickets are sold. In addiivion to
their being here, those géntlemen have
with them tons of printed matter.

We have been
told by our railroad-cflicials that we
(Texas) had the same opportunity a few
montis past in the ssutheastern states,
and the same inducements were ¢ficred
to the people in that section to come to
Fexa8; this is all very well as far se it
goes, but let us ask the guestion, how
aid theeffort made in that section by
Texas railroad cfficials and agents com-
pare with the present effort being made
by their brother railroads officials and
traveling agents (in Texss) of the south-
eas'? We wiil say, without fear of con-
tradiction, that the effort of the latter as

compared to that of our
officials and eagents, would be
like that of & great, strong, robust,

healthy and well developed men
who would weigh at least 200 pounds,
and that of a poor, sicgly, delicate chiid,
scarcely abie to crawl. It matters not
how good the cause, or how much merit
it may possesg, it really amounts to but
little unless it i8 worked—*‘pushed” is
the word generally used and put in prac-
tice by those who “get their with both
feet,”” 80 to speak, now-a days.

The connecting lines of the Texas
lines, like all other railroads, are always
reedy to cater to the business, and
when this immigration movement is once
started all these roads wiil be found pnll-
ing with Texas, for nothing succeeds like
guccess. When a man or state is in pros-
perity everybody is ready to help him or
it, but when in adversity everybody is
