miles from Honewell Cnickasaw Nation
He turned up missing on the 23ad-
of July last and his continued absence
created a suspicion in the minds of these
people that he had been foully dealt with
Early In October parties accused
Mrs James of murdering him and
finally she told a reliable witness
that Jones had started at her with a
butcher knife and she had shot him that
herself and daughter had dug a hole and
buried him near the house To
another party she told that
Zeno Colbert did the killing
at her house and through fear she and
her daughter buried him assisted
Thompson Alexander The parties
arrested and the
Jones exhumed His skull had
been broken as if by a buat Instrument
and is now here as evidence being dis
played at the trial Mrs James Is a citi-
