As promised I herewith submit to you
the outline of my Idea about a plan to be
adopted by the Farmers Alliance and
Heights of Labor in regard to the estab
lhhment of refrigerators in Texas which
In my opinion could not fail to succeed
and furnish beef at a more reasonable
price to the consumers and a better price
to the stock raisers who are now at the
mercy of Armour Co and railroad com ¬

panies To accomplish this refrigerators
chould be erected In different
parts cf the state say on the
dividing lino between stock raising
and farming interests so that stock eould-
be shipped to reach one of the refrigera-
tors

¬

in one haul thereby preventing loss
of flesh and fever which cattle are liable
after a long haul and starvation and
abuse on railroads so that their flesh is
almost unfit for wholesome use It is
true that it would be a great undertaking
It is my firm belief that no private com ¬

pany can succeed on account of the mo-
nopoly

¬
of Amour Co with their im ¬

mense wealth and railroad favors But a
combination ot the Farmers Alliance and
Knights of Labor who could and
I sincerely hope will control legisla-
tion

companies to give us at least equal rates

MILLS ON 2HE THE TARIFF BILL

He Expects Enough Bcpobllcsn Vote to-

Oflcat tho Bndallltra
New York March 2 A Washington

specl l to the Herald says Chairman
Mill is much pleased with the outcome
of bis work and that of his Democratic
colleagues Mr Mills said yesterday to
your correspondent that he believed the
bill was so conseiTAtive and fair In char ¬

acter that It would command a majority
in the House of Representatives He ad-

mits
¬

that the fourteen Democrats ot the
Randall school will probably vote agaUst-
tne measure two from Pennsylvania
two from New Jersey four from Ohio
four from Louisiana and two from Cali-
fornia

He expects however that their
votes will be offset by those ot at least
eight or ten Republicans mostly from
the northwest

Mr Mills continued I think the bill
will pass by a slender majority I said
that the aggregate reductions prooosed-
by the bill were about 855000000 We
intend however to recnact old packages
clause providing for a duty on pcsisges
which was omitted from the tariff act ot
1882 This clause as you are aware
does not lay a special tax on packages of
different kinds but merely provides that
the value ot the goods and the duty be
assessed upen them accordingly This
will add from 5000000 to 10000000 to
the revenue so that the net reduction
proposed by the bill will not exceed 45
000000 I think the opinion of the major-
ity

¬

of our committee is that the revenue
of the government should be reduced not
less than S7OO00COO We have therefore
left 25000000 to be disposed of by
changes in the internal revenue taxation

eat anything for four or five days
after he was incarcerated He appears
quite feeble at present and required
tne assistance of two officers to walk
from the jail to the courthouse today
His wife was the only witness placed on
the stand this morning and made a short
statement about her husband quarreling
with her on the night ot the 13th of Feb-
ruary

He took their infant child with

came back at 11 oclock when he entered
the kitchen aud attempted to murder the
