Austin Tex May 19 This the last
day of the great drill and dedication of
the new capital of Texas opened oright
and glorious The clouds that had
drenched the city last night had drifted
off the face of the tky leaving blue as
that which spans the Italian shore
was apparent on all sides that the grand
dedication ball of the night before was
the culminating point in one of the great-
est occasions in the history of Texas and
all that kept up the spirits of the crewd
was the anticipation of the
sham battle programmed for 230
oclock in tne afternoon There was
a perceptible diminution in the multitude
of visitors that had thronged the streets
since Sunday and the stream of visitors
that bad poured in and out of the new
capitol building every day In the week
had dwindled dawn to an occasionai
group of ladies and their escorts who en-

tered
¬

beneath the great granite arch on
the south of the colossal structure and
then returned to retrace their steps down
into the long avenue again

About noon there was a general move-
ment

of citizens and visitors out towarcs
Camp Boss and the Central trainsrun-
ning to the grounds once more became
packed and crowded eo that standing
room was hardly left Everybody was
determined to witness the grand wind up-
of the affair

THE SHAM BATTLE
By the time the mimic fight began the

grand stand was straining under an im-

mense

mass of humanity wedged jammed
packed and crammed as was also the
case with other sections of the great am ¬

phitheater which overlooked the drill
arena The vast audience numbered
scarcely less than 10000 people A troop
of cavalry which filed slowly down out of
the camp into the broad green campus
was the first intimation to the
audience that the fight was about to
begin Then the rumbling of artillery
caused a momentary hush among the
somewhat noisy auditory and a battery
soon took position followed by infantry
and a few minutes one of the two op-
