THE TREASURY PORTFOLIO,

The report seems to be well authenti-
cated that Gen, Harrison wants a West-
ern man at the head of the treasary de-
partment, and that Senator Allison of
Towa is his preference for the place.

THE LAW OF LIBEL,

The bill now pending in the state legislature,
requiring the filing of a bond for & by any
plaintiff before sumnmons can be issued against a
newspaper in an action for slander or libel, is de-
signed to correct a very serious evil to which
newspapers are exposed.

We were obliged to provide a re-
sponsible receiptsman and pay a handsome re-
tainer to a lawyer. Since then the plaintiff has

dissppeared, and the chances of the suit being
brought to irial are ridiculously small. The man
has no ¢ase against us, and he knows it; but he
took advantage of the law to harass us for por-
poses of revenge, which he never would have
done had he been forced to file a bond in aceord-
!‘:nﬂ;: ?\ ith the provisions of the proposed New

rork law.

This experience could easily be duplicated in
the history of every newspaper of any standing
in the community. The remedy proposed by
the legislature would place no obstacle in the
way of any person aggrieved and bringing a suit
in good faith, but it wounld protect newspapers
against the cost of assaults inspired wholly by
spite and malice.—[Brooklyn (N. Y.) Times.

Bessemer steel has heretofore been made
in immense establishments, but by a new
process $10,000 worth of muchhlery will
convert 100 tons of pig iron into steel ina
day. If the new process does all that is
claimed for it, sieel making will be
transferred to the furnaces and will fol-
low fhem where they can most profitably
be operated—that means to the South. It
is coneceded that no countiry on earth of-
fers for the manufacture of iron such
advantages as the Piedmont

With converters within the limits of a few
days’ profits, the steel indusiry inust
come South, wud come speedily.

A Resort for Invallds—The Moving Spirit of
the County, His Numerous
Enterprises.

KerrviLLE, TEX., Jan. 20.—I am here
at the end of my journey, haviug
traveled overland over four Dhundred
miles to get here, Here is a nice little
city among the hills on the Gaudalupe
river, a stream about two or three times

as wide as our Clear Fork. [Its valley
here is about one-half mile wide, a rich
lime j0am land with some hlack sand.
This place is getting to be the great resort
for the invalid and many are here fo
winter. Among the number is the a0-
complished Mrs. R. E. Beckham of Fort
Worth, who seems to be rapidly recovers
ing and it is believed that she will soon be
restored to home and family hale and
hearty. Certainly the scenery is beauti-
ful,the atmosphere pure and the elear wa-
ters of the river blue and sparkling flled
with nice fish. The river here is about
three hundred feet from bank to baank,
but of course is not so wide with water,
The good houses of the {own are made of
white limestone., When taken from the
quarry it is soft and easily fitted for ose,
but quickly hardens very hara. Under
the microscope the porousness of the
stone could be seen—innumerable shells,

very smsll bat plainly visible, no sand in
it. It makes & handsome house. [ saw
the blooks s they were dressed for the
Schreiner bank—about one foot square
and three to four feet long, and they

| seemed as if planed, they were so0

smooth .

This town was founded by Capt,
Schreiner, a German, and he iz the life
of the town and county too. He has 9
Jarge trade from the west, with about
fifteen clerks in his genera! merchandise

store, and his trade reminded me of Fort
Worth's good time, from 75 to ’S83.
Sohreiner’s store, with a stock of $75,000
to  $100,000, is Iminense. His
roller mill iz driven hy water
on the Gaundalupe, turbine wheel,
His main ranch is about 80,000 acres in-
closed, besides many smaller ones. His
bank does all banking and exchange for
the whole county. Iu all public enter-
prises he is first and foremost, a very
busy, useful, kind, rich and hard work-
man.

Invalids and the sick from the North,
as well as pleasure seekers, can find leis-
ure, rest, ease and comfort here, Game
and fish are abundant. 1 saw venison
hams sell on the strects for 40 ceais a
pair, and the forequarters for 15
cents  apiece, These are common
prices. What delicious, tender meat,
and so eheap, for the sick or well., The
altitude is high and our Texas cities can
send their people here for cool summers,

We are stirred up over the prospect of
early work on the Forth Worth and Rio
Grande, and are delighted to have an
outlet to North Texas citiesand the whole
North by it. 1am off for home to-day,

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FREDERICKSBURG.

The Thrifty Class of Germans that Have Sete
tled in Glllesple County.
FREDERICESBEURG, TEX., Jan. 19, 1889,
To the Gazette.

Here we are to-night at this full-blood
German city, about 1200 people, 8 regu-
lar string town about two miles long and
nearly all the business houses on the
main street. 't looks like one and two
story stone, old-fashioned residences

with the full side to the street, porches
up and down stairs full high of the honse
with front about forty or fifty feet, uand
the depth fromr fifleen. to twenty
feet. Evervbody lives in the
back side room up stairs,
The land outside of the high lime hills is
4 dark-red loam and has much sand in it.
The town runs up and down Baronne
creck , a fine, flush, elear stream. This
creek empties into the Perdinates about
four miles below town, The land im all
the valleys and basins 18 very good, and
the German can get all out there is im it.
There in the middle of Main street about
midway of the town is the old Lutheran
church, 1ts mame is too long and
hard for me to ec¢all to mind now,
It is octagon in shape in the main body,
about fifteen feet in the walls and possi-
bly forty or fifty feet across. On the top
rests a smaller octagon for cupola, mak-
ing the whole about thirty feet high, an
exceedingly odd shaped house and place,
I leaving Mason county and coming
into Gillespie the change to limestone
formation was as sudden as our leaving
the lime for the sand and iron ore region.
This county was settled by the German
emigration company in 15845 and has con-
stantly added to the original settlers by a
fresh supply from the old coun-
trv. These people stay at home
and work, saccumulate property, bulld
good homes with comfort, and let the
Americans do the running about. Near-
Iy any German’s note who lives here s
good. Cotton is their product for mar-
ket, and when the railroads penetrate
there parts many savings by small pro-
ducers will increase their wealth.
Twenty to forty miles now to a railroad is
a good way for thousands of teams to pall
freight, and the bad roads  are
almmost impassable. These  people
pray daily, and wish for a rallway,
This town has, In conjunction with
Llano subscribed 375,000 to aid the Aran-
sas Pass railway to come by here to
Llano, about sixty miles in all from near
Comfort, on the road to Kerrvilie from
San Antonio. Our wholesale men and
all others will be welcome to these peo-
ple. They want and need an outlet
north, and talk very encouragingly and
hopefully of the Fort Waoarth and Rio
Grande, and wish to come in contact
with our people.
