MOSTANA’S CONVENTION.

Frec Passes Sat Down On—A Fight Over Dis-
tricting the New State.

Herexa, Moxrt., Aug, 2. —In the con-
vention this morning & memorial was
passed asking the treasury department
for a speedy decision on the Mexican lead
question.

The eornmittee of the whole recom-
mended a bill on miscellanecus subjects
for adoption.

Mr. M-m.hal intfroduced a resolution
that school lands adjoing town cites
ehwould be sold only in small tracts, giv-
ing peor people & chance to obtain
homes and procure their titles against
land sharks. It was referred to the com -
mittee on public lands and exemptions.

A section passed prohibiting legis-
lators, members of judiciary and boards
of egualization from accepting passes
from raiiroads under penalty of forfeiture
of office and emoluments.

In the aiterfoon session the conven-
tion, as & eomnittes ¢f the whole, con-
sidered the bill of legisiative depart-
ments., By it half of the senators are to
serve oue year anrd the other half three
yvears, The ballot must decide who shall
serve the long and short terms, The
house is to be composed of fifty-five
members and the senate of sixteen. All
biils passed by the legislature are to con-
tain but one subject, to be clearly de-
fined by titles, The bill was numer-
ously amended,

The apportionmment of state into sena-
torial districts, one for each county,
called out a hested debate. Accusations
of party divisind were frequent. Repub-
lican members made desperate efforts to
huve an adjourhment before the vote was

put. Their motion was lost and a recess
was called for. Democrats wanted the
ayes and nays; it was doope to feel the

| epposing members on the subject, The
intention was to do some lobbying against
the Democratio efforts establishing repre-
senitatson in the senate according to pop-
ulation. The motion for & recess was
lost on a tie vote.

Frick company asked the strikers at
these works to meet him at the store.
The men held a meeting themselves at
which they decided not to aceept the in-
vitation, fearinz that they would be
asked to drew ovens, or would be told
that they could voasider themselves dis-
charged.

Meetings were held in the northern end
of the region to-night, the purpose being
to brinz men at workin that section,
particularly employes of the MoeClure
coke company, into line. The leaders
think they will be successful in this, and
in the morning works which were ex-
pected to come out this morning but did
not, with exception of Frick and South-
west No. 1, will join the strike., Theim-
pression prevails generally that 1t will be
but a few days until the men now out
will be willing and anxiousto go to work.
