deolined in price as measured by the
standard but who ever heard of a law of
commerce that if you make the thing to-

be exchanged or given for another thing
dear or higher that it will
necessarily advance the thing
you get or buy No nor will
there ever be such a law If silver were
advanoed 40 per cent in value today as
compared with the gold standard wheat
would not advance 1 cent but the holder
of silver could buy more wheat

And yet gold Is scarcer than ever in
England where this unexampled rise in
the price of iron as measured by gold and
silver has taken place The bank had to
put tip Its rate tbU per cent to try to
turn the tide of gold inward ana its re-
serve
