ALMOST ON THE ROCKS.
The Pllot of tha French Steamer, La Cham-
pagne, Loges His Bearings In North Rlver.
Special to the Gazette.

NEw YOrk, March 2i0.—The French
line steamship, La Champagne, Capt.
Boyer, from Havre, very nearly went on
the rocks of Governor's Island early this
morning. The fog was dense and the
pilot lost his reckonmgs, and

but for the assistance of several
tugs the steamship would either
have gone on the rocks at the island or
on the wall of the Battery park. La
Champagne was nearly eight hours over-
due when she arrived at Sandy Hook at
10 o'’clock last night. She left Havre

on Sunday, March 16, and should have
been at her dock - in the North
river by Monday morning at Iatest.

The long passage was due 10 heary
weather. The vessel arrived at quaran-
tine late last night, and was one of the
first to be passed after sunrise this morn-
ing. She left quarantine shortly after
7:30 o'clock. The fog was very dense,
according to the captain, and
the ©pllot ordered reduced speed.
At the mouth of North river the
pilot lost his reckonings. Tiaere was a
heavy ebb tide running, and, as the ship
wis under reduced speed and therefore
makieg no headway, the tide from the
North river swept her bow about
and Dbefore the pilot Kknew it
he was rapidly approaching the
shoals abont Governor's island.
At about 8 o’clock, when the fog was at
its densest, the pilot decided that he was
considerably out of his channel, and the
vesaal was brought to a standstill. BShe
had hardly been stopped before the out-
gide of Governor’s istand loomned through
the fog. The tide from North
river was sweeping the wvessel on
toward the rocks. Cupt. DBoyer
ordered the anchors cleared. The star-
board anchor was dropped and it caught
in the rocky bottom. BSignals of dis-
tress were blown, and the tugs Vuloan,
Capt. Roach, and R. J. Morgan and a
revenue cutter responded. Lines were
passed to the three boats and in a few
minutes the nose of the big ship was
pointed in the right direection and then
anchor was weighed, the tugs cast off
and La Champagne stenmed away into
the fog in the direction of her dock,
where she arrived without further aoci-
dent shortly after 9 o’clock. The
steamship had 865 steerage pas-
sengers aud several hundred
of first and second-clasa passengers.
When the ship stopped 8 panic was im-
minent, but the officers assured the pas-
sengers that nothing in the world was the
matter, and so they quieted down.
