Efrypt so He Can Get SIave3

Salisburys Government Would Be Badly
Worsted In a Vote of Confidence on

Ills African Policy

CONSTANTINOPLE ADVICES

London June 5 Advices from Con-

stantinople

represent that the sultan has
expressed anxety to the British govern ¬

ment to be permitted to resume his con-

trol

as suzerain over Egypt the British
forces now in that country to give place
wherever necessary to Turkish gar-
risons

The Turkish sovereign
looks with jealousy on Englands
prolonged occupation of a country
which has been considered a valuable
portion of the Ottoman empire and al-
ways

ing to get rid of the British is their in-

and costly both In Cairo and Constan-

FOUR MEN MURDERED

A Borid of Cheyenne Indians Massacre a
Party of Surveyors

I he Indians Eleven In Number wero Intoxl
coted They were Afterwarfls Captured

and a Lynching is Probable- -

Dkn veb Col June G The massacre by at

hand ot renegade Cheyenne Indiani of Chief
Engineer William L Crittenden in charge of
the third division ot the government survey In
Wyoming Territory with three ot his men was
reported by Mr J n Holt purchasing agent
for the Importing cattle company who arrived
rora the scene of the trouble at 4 oclock this

evening The terrible butchery occurred in the
upper Green Elver country last
Sunday and in an interview Mr Holt said

The report ot tbe massacre is true and was
one of the most cold blooded affairs that I ever
heard of The crime was committed by a band
of eleven renegade Cheyenno Indians while
under the influence ot liquor furnUhed them by
ranchmen who had recently moved into the
country On last Sunday morning the Indians
rode into the surveying camp but nothing was
thought of such a common occurrence
and tney were given a kindly welcome
It was very soon discovered however
that the Indians were intoxicated and disposed
to be ugly They demanded liquor of the sur¬

vey corps which was of course refused them
The Indians became boisterous and threatening
and Crittenden fearing trouble tried to induce
them to leave the camp but they only retired a
short distance where they began drinking
again Their supply of whisky soon be ¬

came exhausted and returning to the
camp they resumed their demands for
liquor Mr Crittenden then told them
he had none buttbey evidently did not belteyss
him and became very impudent and the iit n
dlans finding they could not get whisky de ¬

manded sugar coffee etc and were again
refused They finally began to make threats
and were ordered from the camp A general
quarrel then ensued when the Indians sud¬

denly attacked the surveying party with their
knives and guns The attack was so sudden that
tho men were in no way prepared for
resistance and when tho Indians departed all
five ot the men were left upon the ground for
dead Assistant Engineer Lee was not killed
however and recovered sumciently to drag Mm--
eeii to tne nearest rancn wnere assistants w
at once bent out out too lata iu bvc uuj
of the nartv

After the bloody butchery the Indians rifled
the camp and rode away in the mountains A
pursuing party was at once organized
and after a hard chase the Indians were cap-
tured

¬

and are now under guard although
it is my opinion that a lynching bee will dispose
of them shortly if it has not already Two of
the ranchmen who are known to have furnished
the Indians with whisky have been arrested
and are now under guard with the Indians

Engineer Crittenden is a native of Paris Ky
where his parents and family now reside ana
he leaves a wife a grown np son and a daugh-
ter

¬

who have been notified by telegraph of
the terrible fate which befell the Green
Blver party Crittenden was the chief engineer
in charge ot the construction ot the great Eads
bridge at St Louis and is well known to the
profession throughout the entire country He
was about forty five years of ago and was con-
sidered

one of the most talented and promising r
engineers In the whole government corps
