English
capital and loterests would then be
jeopurdized and the intervention of the
mother country was to be invoked. In
proof of this the statements of the agents
of the compauy, substantiated by doou-
mentary evidence, has been secured.
Maj. Scott, manager of the compuny,
assured the filibusters that two English
men-of-war would ba in the
vicinity of Ensenada akirting oif
the voast when the new republic was
to be declared, As soon as the deoclar-
ution of independence of the new govern-
ment had Leen proclsimed these war
vessels were to enter the harbor and
recognize the new nation. He also
states that the nucleus of the army was
alrendy in Lower Californla storsd In o
warehouse of the Eunglish company at
Ensenads.
