A ‘meeting
wus pccordingly held lnst night between
the speaker, Cannon, Burrows and the
Republicans who voled with the Demo-
orats, the result being that the silver
wen insisted on haviog the
bill acted upon st onee. Accordingly
ft the meoting of the coinage committes
this morning on the first vote it was
agreed to conour with the senate gmend-
ments by 6 to 5. Mr., Bartioo voled
with the Democrats in the affirmative,
but as some of the anti-silver Republi-
cuns were absent Mr. Bartino sald he
would not take sdvantage of that fact,
and later changed his vote, and the sen-
ate amendmerts were non-concurred in
and tho bill was reporwed to the house.

Eorror Fans Scwoor~In this article T do not
propose saying much abont the tarlff, or about
the fact that farmers should be beiter repre”
sented in our ctunty, state and national affairs,
but will pen & few thoughts as they suggest
themeelves to my mind in reference to heing
moare economical mnd less extravagant in our
private alfairs.. While It §s true Lhat various
csiises are exerting an iufluence that is detri-
mental to the sutcess and prosperity of the
general farmer, cansing a depreciution in the
value of farms and fsrm products to such an
exient as 1o render farm inves ments and farin-
ing nnprofitable. While we nc a class are not
n-mgn’i-zod and properly protected, and but
littie respected by thoss inanthority over as, but
notwithstanding all this have pot many of us
been reckiess-and extrava t in managing the
details of our private alfairs. We Americans
are inclined to be s fast people, and per-
sps mauy of us farmers have not exercised
at care and prodepecs in our affairs that is
requisite to soccess.  To  illustrate, . per-
haps a fow years ago. in buying & farm,
Mr. Farmer paid $5 or $% per acre more
than it was wortu, perhaps bought fifty
or & huodred acres more than  this
help and moeans ustified, thus going
lsrgely in debt for land he did not need. Now
he is under Lhe nrm-ilgof keening several
eslrn teams, hire extra belp, keep an extra
hired girl, or have his good wife do as moch
work a8 two 51:]5 wottld do doing the house-
work, otc., and cooking for hired hands. At
the close of the season, after the farmer has
paid off all hired help and all other current ox-
penses, and interest on back payments upon the
{farm, bhe finds biwself just as much In debt
as= st the beginniog of the year, whercas, 1! ho
had bought just the amonnt of land needed, and
properiy cultivated the same, he womid have
inade more money, with more ease and less worry,
Facts will sustain the assertion that Jeas ncres
properly caltivated are more profitable than
more acres half cultivated, besides saving extra
