CURIOUS HABITS OF CUCKOOS AND

eves are very gloomy and sad-looking. and its
fight 1s u';‘xd‘n its volee ls:i‘lma;w.

I bave seéen & ‘nllw-b ed cuckoo going
about with one of its eggs in its mouth, search-
I.nq!urthamar some other bird. So soon ua
it found one 1t dropped the era in it and left it
to be hatched by the owner of the nest  Stiil,
notwithstanding tnis parasitic babit, the Amer-
iean euckoo hﬁds s nest of {ts own and hatches
a brood uf young ev spring. The English
cuckoo often deposits its egesin the nestof &
bird much smaller than Itself. so that when

they are batched, ltan_“:‘-‘i:h‘gfe egs ogrm

smaller bird, they

and nsurp the nest. It is alwo stated on good
nuthority that this bird has the power of color-
ing its eggs so as to closely resemble those of
the bird in whose nest they are deposited.

The black wilch, a bird closely allied to the
cuckoos, inhabits the Atlantic coast from Geor-

in to Florida. From four to six of these birds
gulld one nest in common, 611 iL with their eggs
and sit opon it in & closely buddled group to
batcn their young.

The ground cuckoo builds anest for itsell, but
it lives a most eccentric life. running on the
ground in preference to flving, and living chiefly
upacn reptiles that it kills in a very adroit man-
ner by repeated strokes of its bill on the back of
Ita vletim's peck., It hass very long tail, ana
absuidly short wings, which it bolds comlcally
ukimbo as it runs.

THE CUCKEDD.

The gennine American cuckoos Iay greenish
colored eges nsually, but the eolor Is said to
vary through many shades of green, blue and
brown, sometimes mottied In varlons way. This
may account f{ v the story of their ability to
suit the color of thelr eggs to that of those in
the nest where they are to be deposited. The
yellow-billed enckoo often drops sn ege In the
nest of n mocking bird, but the gqueen of song-
wiers |8 not to be dur«! s0 ¢uslly. Bheflings the
offending egicout of her nest as soon ns she sees
it. 1n the Zoologint for 1573, it 1s statea that for
clght or nine suceessive yeara a pair of wagtalls
built in the same spot, and each year they
Teared & {nnmg cuckoo.

The voive of the cuckoo is mingularly ba-sh,
with an intonation guite Indescribable. Its call
in spid to foretell rain in time of drought, and it
is & fact that the bird is more nolsy just preced-
ing a change from a dry to & damp atmospbere.

he mangrove cuckoo, found in the Ever-
glades of Florida, will light on the back of au
alligntor an it tios sunning itsel!l and feed upon
the mnsects that gather upon its lile. scales,
Indeed, a8 & whole. the cuckoo family isa very
odd one, and worthy of enreful study.

There are two specimens of pelican in America,
one the white snd the other tih brown; the
latter is exclusively a sea bird, the atieris
often found Inland.  Beneath the lower mandi-
ble of all the specles isan elastic membrane-
ous sac, which is used as a dip net with which to
eatch flsh, The white pelican fishes while
swimming by opening its mouth and suddenly
scooping the prey Irom the witer, but the browa
spocles flies aronund mbove the water until the
fish is seen, when It strikes down like m hawk,
and, plunging into the watur, bags its prey and
{nstantly taken wln} again, The tishcaught by
it are nsually much Inrger than those taken by
the white specien.  As one flew past me on the
shorp of m Florida island I shot it with an arrow,
and it fell close by on the gand. Upon cxamins-
tion I lound In its enormous sac aix fsh, whose
combined weight must have been st least two
pounds. This was the only time 1 over found
more than one flah in the pouch of this species.

THE F'ELICAN.

Buffon lells us that some pelicans have s
pouch that will contain twenty pints of liguid;
that a man could put his fook into it, and even
thrust lis arm into itunp to the elbow. Eills
relstes that he saw & man put his head fnnide
one, and Sanctius savs that a pelickn was scen
to let falla negro - child that {8 stowed away
In its ¢enormous pouch.

A pelican ia sald to have followed the army of
the Emperor Maximilian, fiying above it when
on the march, sometlimes rising s0 high that it
iooked no larger than & swallow. The bird
reaches a great age; the one above mentioned
lived to be sighty years old, and was pensloned
by the emperor.

In some couantries pelicans have been do-
mesticated and trained to fish for their mas-
ters, and It is said that they are very falthfal in
their work, going far outto sea and relarning
heavily loaded with game. Along the Atlantic
aod guif cossts the brown icans zre often
seen marshaled on the sandy isiands insuch
regular lines that at a distance they look like
armics of men on parade. In the shallow soands
off the coast of Alabama and Mississi {rpl I hava
seon thousands of pelicans fishing at the same
time. It was & beautiful sight to wateh them
tumbling agminst the sky like 8 feathory clond,
and presently falllag like & rain of birds upon
the dark-green water, which they churmed into
@ foam with their planging.

O North Beach, neds Bt, Auogustine, Fla., 1
saw a lnrge fish-hawk perform a very savage
and yer very gracefnl act ln robbicg a brown
pelican of its proy. The hawk hovered high in
the air sbove the pelican, sad when the fllwr
struck down and csughta fish the bold robber
swooped upou him and, seiring him by the
hend, forced him to drop it. The hawk then let

the pelican's head, and, dashing down after

o falling fish, caught it before it resched the
w:tcr and trinmphantly bore it away in its
talons,

When tidings of the
aitack reached the fort another party sallied
forth to assist them, and sharcd a similar fate,
The garrison was now redoced to twelve fight-
fng men, incloding boys.

5!:;;-. having posted his followers near the
fort, now apoeared with & white flagand de-
manded its surrender in the name of *“his
EBritanic majesty.'* Col. Shepherd well knew
the character of the . and was satisfled
that enly & vietory over the assailants woaold in-
sure the lives of the garrison and the loved ones
In their ¢ mothers, wives, sisters and
children—huddled within the stockades, and be
determined to fight so long as there shonld bea
man left to fire a ritle or & mnsket, ornc o
ol ammunition to load ope remaised. He
promnuy repliad to Girty:

“*This garrison will never surrender to yoa;
and you can ohtain seasion of the furt valy
when there shall no longer remain an American
soldier to defend it

Glirty was about to renew his demand when a
lad in a blockhouse fired at him, but missed his
aim, The miscresnt instantly Jisappeared and
a few mioutes aftecsward the Indians began a
si by & general discharge of rifles. Th's was
kept up folly six hours, from sumrisingona
beautiful morning In early automn. The little
rémnant of the pgarrison was composed almost
wholly of sha ooters, who, from the block-
houses, sent bullets with unfalling, deadly aim
among the Indisns, Many of them fell. Atn
little past moon the assailants, diapiritad by
their losses and observing no abatement of the
energy of the delenders of the fort, withdrew to
the buse of the hills.

It was now discovered by Cnl. Shepherd that
the stock of guopowder was acarly exhausted,
In Ebenezer Lane's cabin, =i ?’ yards from the
gate of the fort, was & keg of powder, now &
priceless commodity, and it was determined to
make an ¢ffort to secure it. It would be a most

erilous undertaking, for the Indians were un-

oubtedls concealed not far away. It was re-
solved to take advantage of the absence ol the
barbariaus to make the e¢ffort.
