NEw OrLeans, La., August 530.—The
franchise committes of the Mississippl
constitutional convention has decided in
tavor of woman suffrage and it seems
quite certain that the convention will
ndopt the recommendation. All voters
are required to be abla to read and
write, This will disfranchise 11,000
white and 123,000 pegro voters. Then,
8ll women owning over $400 worth of
property In their own right will be en-
titled to the ballot. It ia thought this
will add 40,000 white women voters aod
not over 500 negro women voters, RIv-
the whites & majority of 80,000
in the state. The committee’s report
requires the legislature to provide sep-
arate voting plaves for the women Io
every precinct. A woman yoler must
comply with the same conditions re-
quired of the men. She must prepay
her poll tax, be & resident of the pre-
cinot one year, eto. The plan seems to
meet with general favor and will be
slmost certamly sdopted. The woman
suffragers are surprised aond delightad
over this victory.
