Recommendations Hado to Aid In the Warfare
Acalast rolysamy

Salt Lake Crrr Utah Sept 17
The commission has forwarded to tbo-
ecretary of the Interior a lengthy report

of its operations and proceedings for tbo
fear ending September 1 1890 The
principal feature of the report is
the recommendation of further
legislation in support of tho
existing laws Tbo commission Is In re-
colpt of reports from its registration
officers which enumerates fortyone male
persons who it Is believed have entered
Into polygamy relation in their several
preoincts since the June revision In 18S9
Crediting them with one plural wlto
each would give eightytwo persons thus
reported as entering the relation forbid-
den

¬
by law and said to be forbidden by-

tho church authorities The belief Is
also expressed that only a small
portion of the polygamous mar
reages are reported as many of
the registrars are mombers of the Mor-
mon church The commission recom-
mends

¬

that the power of the commission
be so arranged a to authorize and en-
able

it to issue Instructions which shall
bo binding upon the registrars
ot Its appointment in the perform-
ance

of their legal duties The re-
port

also recommends the enaotment of-
