Twn perzons, man and
woman, jumped into the nets almost at
the same instant and eseaped with broken
limbs. The next jump was that of a
woman from tha fAfth store window,
She leaped, but missing the net, was
dashed to pleces on the atone sidewallk.

It s now 4:25 o’clock, and although
the hiotel is stiil burning, the fire depart-
ment have the flames under control.
There are four dead bodies Iving at dif-
ferent undertakioz estnblishments and
one dead at St. Joseph's hospltal, These
bodies are umdentified,

It will be impossible to learn exactly
how many were burned to death, aspd
whosa Lodies will npever be found,

Statement of Capt. 0'Conner Concerning the
Agsnsglontlin of New Orleans’
Chl-t of Pollce.

New Orreans, La., Oct., 16.—Capt.
Willlam O'Conner of the Boylan protec-
tive police makes the following state-
mept regurdivg the shooting of Chuefl of
Polive Hennessey lnst night:
