Professor Hogz Has Retorned and
Gives Hlis !mpressions.

The Foree D1l wiil Never Reaeh s Yola In
Copgreas—The Old Dominlon Reen-
perating Her Encrzivs.

Knowing that Proleesor Alexands’
Hogw had returned from sn extended
trip, THe Gazetre man celled on him
veslerday in crder to get his views on
some of the leadiag toplos of the day.

*‘I was 1n Washington several day®
and pald my respects to our own rapre=-
sentatives and met othera from various
states,”' sald the professor in reply to a
question.

“*What ia your ides as to the prospects
of the force LILIZ'?

‘“It will not pass. The Democrats are
golidly acainst It and the Republicans are
not solidly tor it,'?

“‘ft is In opposition to the gunleus
of our governmen:, Ths peopls are
eazainst It, and howevor much partisan
politicizns may desire it, they will not
urge it ton final 1=50e—a vote. 1t will,
somehow or other, Le laid sside for some
mensure thonght to be so Important as (o
¢laim the attention of congress, until the
time will be too short to pass it, "'

**Did you look after vour favorite
study—the publio schools? "’

“iYeg, I visited thie schools in
fngtan, and Richmond, Va,, too. Spent
considerable time In the work-shop of
the manual training departinent of the
Weashington sohoois, Witnessed the
actual insnipulatione, the planing, saw-
lug and jolminz of tha parts. Manpual
training to me is & saceess In thess
schools, Of courss It Is expensive, IHow-
ever, | have the detalled items necessary
for equlpping such an outfit, Washing-
ton aud Baltimore seem to have tuken
the lead in this new departure.

‘] suent somne time in fhe Richmond
schools. Nothinz of this nature has ever
been talked of there. They are just now
fntroducing physiology and voeal muslo.
A lock of meuns in RNichmond, os well as
in all the cities of Virgzinmm, prevents the
full development of the public schools.
It will be recalled that Washiagton City
and Dalthuere were not devastated by
the war—they really grew rioher through
the war. Virginla, however, is recuper-
ating, and I, with great pleasure, had
very wmanyg proofs thot the cld atate waoa
besinuing a new era, With the settle-
ment of her debt queation, her antl-war
claims, capital and population, too, will
s2ek her borders.’’

They were the
captain and crewof fifteen of the American
fishing schooner, Gracle C. Yonng, wrecksd at
sen enrly this month. The Graclie C. Young
ralledd from Gloncester, Ma=s., December 1.
Ehe was bound for the Newfoundisnd bunks
after ha'ibut. Tmmediately after leaving she
enconntered severe weather, and on the fonrth
duy out she sprung a leak. The men were set to
work al the pumps, but the storm Increased and
still forther opened the scams in the vessel.
Her foremast was carried away,and this mishup
left the schooper ot the mercy of the seas. The
crew were kept at work day and night, A week
einpsed, sud it was evident that the schooner
was smin¥ing. The men prepared to abandoa
the vessel on the I15th, when smoke was seen on
the hortzon inthe east. A signal of distress
was bofsted upon *he mainmssi and in a couple
of hoursthe Elbruz bore down on the sinking
veszel and lay I.u for the purpose of rescuing the
crew.
