they cause more annoyances,
more work, mora loss ot time, mora
money, and more argumont with tha
adjuster than all other parta of a mo-

tor car put together and tlra trou-

bles are the direct cause for the work-

ing of the InvenUve genius who for
years has sought to do away with such
things by ths use of fillers, patent
tubes and puncture proof kboes.

The average man la not now both-

ered with the plain, out
and out puncture not often. The
small boy who used to put tacka In the
road has lost Interest In seeing a man
fix a tire, nnd besides there are so
many people using cara that one man's
chances of picking up a solitary null
are smaller than ever.

The chief trouble now la In tires go-

ing to pieces and blowing out, notwith-
standing the certainty that better ma-

terials nnd methods are used by the
tire makers a condition brought about
by a desire to Improve because of com-

petition. And a motorist haa. general-
ly, himself to blame If his tlra does
not exceed the mileage guaranteed by
the maker.

Not one man In a thousand keeps
his tires sufficiently Inflated, fie may
follow the tire maker' table of sir
pressure at the tlma of Inflation, but
he Is then apt to cheat a little and
save the work of putting In thai lust
fire pounds. Then he doea not often
look at his tire pressure through a
gauge, and so long as the tire la not
exceedingly soft he goes on, forget-
ting that air will leak to gome degi'aa
at all times and more when the car 3,
not In use.

There la more than the destruction
of tires In permitting them to go

for It causes a t!rn, on the
motor, compels the use of mon fuel
and oil, and wears the dirforen""!
gears, which work Incessantly If one
rear tire happens to be materially
softsr than Its mats, because of the
difference In the slxe of the circum-

ference of the tire. Then, again and
this Is seldom considered when a tire
Is down somewhat the wheel has the
effect of being "out of round," so that
a true running wheel Is Impossible.
The tire Is flattened over a consider-
able extent of rad surfaro and Is con-

stantly displacing lr, causing friction
and consequently heal, which tends
to soften the solution used to bind to-

gether the vsrlous pieces of fabric
that form the walls of the tire. The
continual working of the fabrlo soon
loosens the friction rubber and then
the tiro, under pressure of air, must
let go.

When motorists have oome to reatlxe
tha Importance of Inflating a tire to
the pressure recommended by the
maker they will begin to save money
In tires. In fuel, nnd In the wear and
trsr on the car. to say nothing of hav-
ing a much livelier machine all around.

Pometlmea It la almost Impossible to
correctly sdjust a carbureter, althoUM
every known angle may have been
tried. As a matter of fact, a rart-rete- r

receives more blame than any
other part of the car, where as It Is
a pretty safe rule thst It should
left alone and other difficulties looked
for.

When the valves nnd rings are
known to be In good condition and the
motor has gc m1 compression. It Is
sometimes found thnt sn adjustment
cannot he tnsde with sny degree of
satisfaction. It Is then possible that
there Is a leak somewhere In the In-

take manifold, which will permit too
much air being drawn In, causing the
motor to run wild and to mnke diffi-
cult starting.

It Is a wise prrrsutlon to go over
the nuts and bolts of all parta once
In a while, but If the motor acts as
described make certain thst those
holding the manifold to the cylinders
are tight and nlso Set up those shown
St r In the Illustration. Posnlbly Ihe
rsakrt I mar have been rnugheit and
thus cause a leak. In this esse tin
remedy Is a new Kaskrl. rsrefully fit-

ted and smesrrd with shellac on either
side In order to fill In any little abra-
sion or pore.
