for more of the alfalfa and kaflir
corn chops for use among his
cattle for exhibition at the next
exhibit. He has already elripped
down a ca r of alfalfa and one of
chops for that purpose. He
thinks that they . prepare the
animals for show purposes and
for killing better than anything
that he can get. He claims that
they produce a line, healthy and
solid flesh with plenty of fat und

in addition the food seems to
produce a liner looking appear-
ance to the ariimal.thereby creat-
ing just the kind of animal most
desired good looking with fine
flesh. He expects to continue to
use the feed as long as he handles
the stock business. .
