Following the protest of the north-
ern California lumber interests to the
San Francisco Chamber of Commerce
against the action of the board of di-
rectors in maintaining proceedings
before the state railroad commission
in the matter of obtaining reduced
rates out of San Francisco, the Cham-
ber of Commerce has issued a state-
ment of rate comparisons made by
its traffic bureau.

The northern California mills con-
tend that the proceedings before the
commission were instituted so that
pine and spruce lumber from theWashington and Oregon mills could
be brought to San Francisco bay and
then disposed of more favorable terms
than now exists in regard to the
California lumber.

JOHNSON'S RIGHT
TO RUN UPHELD

Chester Rowell Says Governor
Has Legal and Moral Right

to Be Senate Candidate

By Associated Press.
FRESNO, Dec. 9.?The Fresno Re-

publican, edited by Chester H. Rowell,
whose name has been mentioned as a
candidate for United States senator,

will declare editorially today that
Governor Johnson has both the legal

and the moral right to run for the
United States senate, in spite of the
inhibition of the state constitution.

Editor Rowell. who is the author of
the digest of congressional election
law, has made a special study of the
precedents. "The cases," he will say
editorially, "are uniform that the in-
hibition of the state constitution is
null and void. There is no legal ob-
stacle to Governor Johnson's candi-
dacy, and the moral objection ceased

to exist when the election of senators
was transferred from the legislature

to the people."
