at Opening

NEW YORK, Dec. 11.?With the ex-
ception of New Haven, which broke
4% points to 68 at the opening- today,
the stock market was fairly steady.
Passing of the New Haven dividend
resulted In large trading In the stock,
which opened with a block of 5,000
shares at 69% to 68, compared with
yesterday's close of 72%. The next
sale was at 68% and then followed
further recovery to 69%.

First prices through the list showed
small and irregular changes, with a
stronger tone after the initial trans-
actions. Reading, Canadian Pacific
and Amalgamated were quickly bid up
a point and Union Pacific %.

The supply of stocks became plen-
tiful after the recovery had run up
from % to 1 point in the. general
market and 1% in New Haven. The
ensuing decline forced the list down
to yesterday's close, with speculators
active in hammering American Tele-
phone, Pennsylvania and New Haven.
The latter went to 67%.
