BORAX TRUST DEED RECORDED

Deeds of trust were recorded in
Oakland yesterday conveying prop-
erties of the Pacific Coast Borax com-pany, as a subsidiary concern of the
Borax Consolidated Limited of Lon-
don, to the Indian and General In-
vestment Trust company Limited of
London, the last named being trustee
for certain bond issues of the Borax
Consolidated Limited. The properties
involved are all the holdings of the
Pacific Coast Borax company and rep-
resent three stock issues of 11.500,000
sterling, £1,000,000 and £350,000, or a
grand total of £2,850,000 sterling,
equivalent to $12,000,000. The deeds
are all more than 10 years old, dating
over a period from 1599 to 1902.

"Despite the large sum involved in
the transactions represented by these
documents, the recording of tnem In
Alameda county at this time has no
significance. The transactions in-
volved are many years old, and the
filing of the deeds at this time is a
nier'.' matter of form, and something
which should have been dore long
before," said W. J. Locke, secretary of
the Pacilic Coast Borax "ompany.

The-flrst day he walked 30 miles,
crossing one of the highest mountain
ranges in the state on his Journey. He
had covered 29 miles of the journey
by two hours after noon, and ln order
to get properly limbered up for the
balance of the Journey, spent the re-
mainder of the afternoon picking cot-
ton.

The second day he floundered 17
milea through the mun ana rain,
which continued through the third day
and limited his jaunt to 22 miles. As
the fourth day was Sunday, Strickland
only walked 16 miles in the afternoon,
ending the journey with a 22 mile
walk on the fifth day.
