CHANGING ROCK ISLAND SERVICE

By increasing car loading and re-
ducing unprofitable passenger train
mileage, President H. U. Mudge of the
Rock Island hopes to make consider-
able improvement in the operations
of that road. President Mudge says:

“We have made considerable re-
duction in mileage of passenger trains
that do not pay, and if business con-
tinues as slack as it has been for the
last few months we shall be able to
make further reductions. In taking
off some tralns we have run up
against some of the state railroad
commissions, especially in the south-
west. But elsewhere we have been
able to make reductions along those
lines. Shippers are more and more
demanding quick delivery of freight,
and that operates against good car
loading. If we could dispense with
the demand for rapld movement, there
would be no trouble in lncreulnx
loads. As it is, we have found in some
movéments fractional carloads instead
of full carloads. This feature we are
going to make a special effort to im-
prove,

“Sentiment in the west seems more
promising for higher rates. Commer-
clal organizations are going on record
in favor of higher wages to railroads
for moving freight; that is a different
attitude than was the case in the pre-
vious movement for better rates. We
are hopeful some increase will be
granted.”
