SLAIN BY
BULLET

Suspected Robber Shot Dead
Attempting to Escape

Bank Watchman

An unidentified man. carrying skel-
eton keys and well dressed, was shot,

and instantly killed early today by
Frederick Schilling, night watchman
for the Hayward bank, at Hayward.
The man fled and refused to halt
when ordered to.

Schilling, brother of Constable
Charles Schilling of Hayward, found
the man acting suspiciously in an
alley back of the bank.

Schilling surrendered himself to
District Attorney Hynes in Oakland,
who turned him over to Sheriff Bar-
net, In custody of Deputy Joseph
Soares and a posse. Schilling was
taken to Hayward and went over the
scene of the shooting, under exami-
lnatlon.

Schilling said that when he asked
the loiterer what he wanted, the lat-
ter ran. Three orders to stop only

made him run faster. Then Schilling

fired one shot, the bullet hitting the
fugitive ln the back and passing
through the heart.

Sheriff Barnet of Oakland sent dep-
uties to Hayward to investigate soon
after word of the shooting reached
him.

The dead man appeared to be about
40 years old and had oerman fea-
tures. Six skeleton keys and desk
rings were found on him, besides
eastern racetrack tickets, a dollar
watch, a razor and a shaving brush.

He carried no pistol.
His clothes bore the label of

Charles Lyons. San Francisco.
His left hand lacked the little

finger and on his right forehead was
a scar an inch long.

Sheriff Barnett is making an effort
to identify the man by means of a
card found on the nody, which read
as follows:

??This is to certify that J. Plant is
a member of the Southside club, 120
Third street; No. 208 (signed).

"A. D. PORTER. President."

NO FEDERAL LAWYER
TO FIGHT SUIT OF

don't lie to Miss Eisie de Wolfe, the
actress, who calls San Francisco
home, for if they do she catches
them at It.

Miss de Wolfe, who has Just com-
pleted her shopping trip for the Tern-
pleton Crockers, buying the complete
furnishings for the beautiful mansion
at Hillsborough, has performed an-
other mathematical feat. With her
pencil and pad of scratch paper she
has figured out for Uncle Sam that
his new income tax law is discrim-
inatory, in favor of the very rich, and
to the detriment of persons with only
moderate incomes. She classes her-
self ln the latter class.

To prove figures, she brought
suit against a Chicago bank, where
she had 30 bonds of the Appalachian
Powder company, to restrain the bank
from deducting the income tax. She
attacked the constitutionality of the
law.

TEVIS AND GRANGE
HANFORD SURETIES
"Borax King" Loses Point in

Fight Over Liabilities for
United Properties

The first victory for R. G. HanfdVd
was won today ln his fight with F. M.
Smith over the United Properties
company when Judge Crothers ac-
cepted as sureties and bond William
S. Tevis and Clarence Grange to pro-

tect Hanford's liabilities on attach-
ments levied by him against $600,000
worth of Smith's properties.

The argument of counsel over a
motion by Smith to dismiss the at-
tachment opened after A. E. Shaw,
for Hanford, objected to the appear-
ance of James F. Peck, who, he de-
clared, represented Hanford and oth-
ers of the United Properties company
and therefore could not appear as a
personal attorney for Smith.

Judge Crothers overruled the ob-
jections.

Peck having been permitted to
speak read into evidence the famous
"trustees' agreement," whereby each
of the parties thereto ?Hanford, Tevis
and Smith?agree that no suit should
be commenced pending the result of
negotiations, financial and otherwise.

The Smith interests claim that the
attachment suits of Hanford were a
violation of this agreement and
therefore they ask the court to dis-
miss the suit.

"When we are not earning money,
we can not distribute lt," said Presi-
dent William Sproule of the Southern
Pacific company yesterday, in verifica-
tion of the rumor that the railroad
company has determined to follow
out a retrenchment plan that will
mean a saving of hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars yearly.

President Sproule. who returned
late ln the afternoon from a three
weeks' trip through the east, added
that "when the company's earnings
are shrinking and expenses increasing
we have to readjust ourselves to that
condition."

The company's disbursements in San
Francisco alone amount to about
$1,000,000 year, he said.

WARSHIP TAKEN
IN TOW AT SEA

Battleship Vermont Disabled
and Is Being Hauled to

Port by Delaware

NEW YORK, Dec. 17.?Wireless

messages received early today at San-
dy hook from the battleship Vermont,

which was disabled last week when
she broke a shaft,* state that on the
morning of December 14 she was
forced to reduce speed to eight knots
because of additional trouble.

The messages stat-
ed that repairs can not be made before
arrival at Norfolk. *
