HIT IS ON
ITS WAY

Powers of Baseball Likely to
Legislate It Out of Com-

mission Next Year

JOE MURPHY
The "Cincinnati base hit" is likely

to pass out of existence before the
followers of the game are really ac-
quainted with it. It has lasted a sea-
son in organized baseball, which was
entirely too long, and lawmakers of
baseball who are to meet shortly and
frame rules for the coming season
are about to put the crusher on Garry

Herrmann's crude piece of baseball
legislation.

The passing of the Cincinnati hit
will be welcomed by the players and

followers of the game, as there is
nothing to recommend it. A player

Is given credit for a hit that he does

' not deserve, while the pitcher is given

a black mark when he really is de-
serving of credit

When the fans became acquainted

with this farcical rule, they voiced
their disapproval of it. The players

were always against lt. as they real-
ised that It was entirely without
merit.

The "Cincinnati hit" is slmost cer-
tain to be abolished next season.
This is one of the important matters
to come up for consideration when
the baseball moguls meet shortly to
frame baseball rules.

Up to the season of 1913, the "Cin-
cinnati hit" was credited as a field-
er's choice.

The worst knock this particular
piece of baseball legislation sustained
was during the world's series. In
one of the games Frank Baker, the
mighty third sacker of the Athletics,

grounded to Merkle, who was playing
first for the Giants'. Merkle lost
Baker on his way to first, and Eddie
Murphy scored from third. Merkie
should have had either Baker or Mur-
phy. At the same time Baker was
credited with a hit.

Mathewson, who was pitching, did
everything that was expected of hits,
but was a victim of Merkle"s crude
work, but still at the same time
Mathewson was credited with allow-
ing a hit.

The "Cincinnati hit" is really the
result of a player s poor judgment.
They make a play for a man on the
bases on a hit ball. The result is
the player reaches the sack before
the ball gets there, or else the throw
is wide, drawing the guardian of the
sack oft* the bag. and though he han-
rtle« the ball perfectly is not in po-
sition to make the out. If the fielder
had piayed for the. batter he would
have been able to make an easy out.

The pitcher, who is nowise at fault,
gets the discredit on the score sheet.
The lawmakers of baseball will make
no mistake ln putting this rule out
of commission.

The California league is having its
troubles. The usually easy going
Henry Berry of the Los Angeles club,
who is also the leading spirit of the
Fresno club of the California league,
is opposed to Happy Hogan of the
Stockton club putting Ham Patterson
In as manager of the Slough city
team. Hen thinks that Ham is too
BSncb of a belligerent to run any
club and he is afraid that Patterson
might disrupt the league if he was
allowed to be the boss.

Berry has come out boldly and
stated that there would not be any
California league if Patterson was
in command of the Stockton crew.
Apparently, Hap Is not going to start
any throuble, and he is now looking
about for another manager.

The big league moguls are worried
st the advancement made by the Fed-
eral league, and it is predicted that
in less than .two years the so called
outlaw league will be allowed to en-
ter the fold of organized baseball.

MORAN LOSES TO
JOE AZEVEDO

ON A FOUL
Once Great British Light-

weight Makes Sorry Show-
ing Against Youngster

Owen Moran, a near champion of
two years ago, has gone the route of
the many. He deliberately fouled Joe
Azevedo ln the sixth round of their
mill in Oakland last evening and
Referee Jim Griffin quickly disquali-
fied him. Moran butted his opponent
several times and refused to desist
when the referee warned him.

Last night's miserable showing
means the passing of one of the
greatest of the modern English fight-
ers. It is difficult indeed to figure
how the Britisher could have gone
hack so .far in such a short space of
time. He did not show anything last
evening and he was beaten at every
stage of the bout by a mere busher.

It means «no the* feather in the
cap of the Sacramento youth who
leaped into the limelight last Labor
day by getting a 10 round verdict
over Ad Wolgast in the same ring.
Azevedo showed wonderful improve-
ment, and if he takes care of himself
in the meantime he will stand an ex-
cellent chance of going to the front.

FINISH COMES EN SIXTH
The betting was 2 to 1 on Moran,

with even money tljs-t he would get
the decision, the otner side to collect
ln the event of a draw. Some of the
fans were a bit suspicious that a job
had been put up, but their theory was
wrong, for the simple reason that the
so-called wise birds were all backing
the Englishman.

The finish came about the middle of
the sixth round, whteh Moran waded
right in and butted his opponent sev-
eral times. He was warned by Griffin,
but he failed to heed the warning,

coming right back and again butting
Azevedo. The referee quickly stepped
In between the men and proclaimed
Azevedo the winner on a foul.

Moran was loud in his protest over
the decision. He appealed to the
newspaper men and claimed that he
was doing the best he could, and that
he did not foul his opponent on pur-
pose. Nobody fell for this excuse,

however, as it was very evident that
the Britisher fouled to save himself
from a bad beating.

AZEVEDO TAKES LEAD

Azevedo took the lead ln the first
round, using a straight left and a
right cross to the head. Moran was
bewildered and could not get away
from these punches. It was almost
the same in the second and in the
third. Moran started to heel his op-
ponent with his gloves and the crowd
began to hiss and hoot him.

As early as the fourth the Britisher
did some butting, but the referee did
not see him. He showed signs of
weakening in round five and his
youthful opponent rushed him hard
and landed nearly at will. The Moran
backers gave up ail hope then, and
when he finish came ln the follow-
ing pe-lod none of them was very
much surprised.

Jimmy Kitten, the Oakland welter
weight, won by about two city blocks
from Racehorse Munso in the four,
round special event, but the referee,
Gus Matto. called lt a draw.

Henry Hickey and Fred Hammond,
substituting for Sally Salvator, went
four rounds to a draw. Willie Fltz-
slmmons put the crusher on Jake

Cohen in the, third round. Kid Silva
knocked out Joe Morgan in the sec-
ond round. Kid Zuckaree stopped Joe
Crumb in the third and Joe Belasco
lasted only half a round with Kid
Tobasco.

EBBETS IS STILL
ON TRAIL OF

JOE TINKER
NE WYORK, Dec. 17.?Charles H.

Ebb*ts, president of the Brooklyn
baseball club, said today that he
would reply to the message received
yesterday from the Cincinnati club
directors, seeking to cancel the sale
of Joe Tinker to the Brooklyns for
$25,000.

"I shall say in substance." said Eb-
bets, "what I have already said, that
the deal was made in good faith and
that we stand pat. For me to con-
sider any other suggestion as to ac-
quiring Tinker would be tacit admis-
sion that I consider the present
agreement not binding.

"I am satisfied we can make satis-
factory arrangements with Tinker
when the time comes. The Brooklyn
club would not accept $25,000 cash
for him this minute. The action of
the Cincinnati club is entirely without
precedent. Only the highest tribunal
of baseball could take him away from
ua The deal was made with Presi-
dent Herrmann as an accredited rep-
resentative of the Cincinnati club, and
I shall not brook any interference
from outside parties trying to influ-
ence Tinker. In purchasing him at
the price we did I feel we have
shown evidence of our good faith
with the fans of Brooklyn."

The Brooklyn club's formal state-
ment regarding the Tinker agreement
was received tonight by John A. Hey-
dler, secretary of the National league.
