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DENIES ALL
BUILT

Western Fuel Attorney Say§
Every Company in Country
Follows Same Practices

“Every man In the coal business in
the United Statesis guilty of fraud if
the ‘overrun,’ on which the government
has based its indictments of the West.
ern Fuel officials, is considered the re-
sult of conspiracy,” said Stanley
Moore, one of the attorneys for the
defense, during an argument with
Prosecutor Roche over a question that
was asked of David C. Norcross dur-
ing the cross examination.

The defense brought out the fact
that the Folsom street plant of the
fuel concern is the same today as it
was when the Western Fuel company
purchased it in 1904. Norcross testifieq
that the company had paid an average
annual dividend of 9 per cent during
its business life. The cross examina-
tion also brought out the fact that the
company experienced big losses in
handling Australian coal.

SPLIT COAL BUSINESS

On redirect examination Roche de-
veloped the fact that the Western
Fuel company during its early life
made a contract with the Wellington
Colliery company to split the profits
of the coal business at this port “50-
50.”" The contract provided that one
concern should purchase Australian
coal and the other British Columbia
coal. These two concerns had joint
control of the Western Transport com-
pany, which did all the barge business
of the Western Fuel company. While
the defense brought out the fact of
the existence of the transport com-
pany as owner of the barges used by
the Western Fuel company, it dis-
guised the fact that John L. Howard
was president of both concerns and
that the Western Transport company
was absorbed by the Western Fuel
company in 1907. The transport com-
pany was paid, according to Norcross,
by the tonnage of the “outturn,” or
the weight ofecoal delivered. He
stated there was no other record of
the weight. \

Persisting in his sudden change of
front, Edwin Powers failed to show
up at a second appointment to meet
Special Prosecutors Matt I. Sullivan
and Theodore Roche last night and
the government is still at a loss to
know how {mportant his testimony
will be in the Wostern Fuel company
fraud’ trial. '

‘With only the statements made by

According to Prosecutor Roche, both
Edwin Powers and his brother, David,
whose expose of the alleged practices
of the Western Fuel was one of the
first pages in the story of the indict-
ment of the Western Fuel company,
may be called by the xovernment to-
morrow.

The cross examination of Da.vld | &3
Norcross, secretary of the fuel com-
pany, was resumed when court con-
vened at 10 o'clock.

Willlam H. Tidwell, chief speadal
agent for the treasury, who secured
the evidence on which the indictinent
of the eight directors and officials of
the company was based, is slated to
follow Norcross in the witness chalr.

GRAND JURY MEETS

The federal grand jury met at 2
o'clock today te resume its investiga-
tion of the circumstances surrounding
the prosecution of David Powers this
week on the charge of betraying a
young girl.

It was the fillng of this charge, dis-
missed twice four months ago, that
led Edwin Powers to make the state-
ment that the prosecuption of his
brother was a “frame-up” and would
result in his telling such a story for
the government that the prosecution
would “need no other witnesses.”

Speaking of his change of attitude,
Powers said today:

“I will tell the truth when I am
called as a witness. I am not ‘after’
elther side. Any question they ask
me will be answered truthfully. I
am not going to tell anybody outside
of the courtroom what I know about
the case.”

President Acts on Petition
by “All China” and Rules
" With Executive Council

By Associated Press,
PEKING, Dec. 19.—A mandate is-

sued by Pr_elident Yuan Shi Kai today
expressed full approval of a petition

suggesting the definite termination of
the Chinese parliament. The petition
purports to come from General Li
Yuen Heng, vice president of the re-
public, and is signed by the military
and civil sovemorl of all the prov-
inces: The Chinese parliament met
for the first time on Aprﬂ‘ 8, this year.

The round robin advising the presi-
dent to dissolve it permanently says
in part:

The Chinese parliament enacted
no important law in the seven
months of its existence and will
not do so if it be permitted to
continue for a hundred years.

Vice President Li Yuen Heng
and other prominent citizens of
the republic can not continue to
remain silent while the country
goes to destruction.

The administrative council now
convened in Peking is a more use-
ful body than the old parliament.
The council is similar to the con-
vention formed by the 13 states
which assisted George Washing-
ton in the revision of the Ameri-
can constitution.

We and the whole of the Chi-
nese people disapprove of the cen-
duct of the bad members of par-
liament and foreigners likewise
disapprove of it. Therefore, the
president of the republic need not
hesitate.

President Yuan Shi Kal has sub-
mitted the question to the administra-
tive "councn which was formed on
November 11 by the president. It has
71 members, including cabinet officers
and others appointed by the president
and provincial governors. It holds its
meetings within the palace, Where
Vice President Li Yuen Heng now re-
sides with President Yuan Shi*Kai.
