Life in the luxurious kennels of the
Malcolm D. Whitman mansion in Fifth

avenue, New York, is not to the llk-
ing of even the most aristocratic
dogs, and Mrs. Jennie Crocker Whit-
man has decided to send her prize
collection of Boston terriers  and
French bulldogs, including $26,000
worth of new purchases, back to Cal-
ifornia. They will be shipped from
New York In a private car early next
month.

Shortly after her marriage to the
New York attorney two years ago,
Mrs. Whitman came to the conclusion
that life in the eastern metropolis
would be more enjoyable with her
pets less than 3,000 miles away. John
Cawkwell, manager of her Wonder-
land kennels in Hillsborough, received
telegraphic directions to engage a
private car and take fourteen of the
little animals to New York.

On their arrival in the east the dogs
were comfortably housed at the ken-
nels of George Thomas, in Massachu-
setts, where thelr mistress could
make frequent visits to see them.

But the dogs remained in Massa-
chusetts only a short time. Mrs.
Whitman decided it would be more
convenient to have her pets right at
home, and arrangements were made
to keep them at the Whitman town
house. Kennels de luxe, with bath,
reception room, kitchen, dining room
and sleeping apartments—in fact all
the appurtenances of a modern dog-
house—were fitted up.

But the blue blooded bowwows be-
gan to fret for the open air. Some
showed signs of sickness, others
sulked, and still others gave vent to
their feelings by lifting volces in
lugubrious howls.

Mrs. Whitman discussed the situ-
ation with her husband and finally
concluded that her pets must be re-
turned to the open air even at per-
sonal sacrifice. So Cawkwell was
instructed to prepare his wards for
shipment to Californla. Mrs., Whit-
man s planning to follow a few
