With a supply of 15,226,734 running
bales, the domestic consumption was
ft.82ti.330 bales, or 35.9 per cent; the
exports, 8,80*,9«6. or 64.2 per cent,
and stocks remaining at the close of
the cotton year were 1.M8.438 over
1912. Massachusetts leada all other-states, having 11.073.684, or 34.5 per
cent; South Carolina ranks second
with 4,336.3.73.

The value of cotton goods of domes-
tic manufacture exported amounted to
*r>3 743,977. Exports of cotton clotn.
which amounted to 444.729,241 square
yards, were valued at $*0,6«8.234.
The value of cotton goods imported
amounted to $83,935,983. The UnitedKingdom. Germany, France and
Switzerland, in the order named, con-
tributed the largest amounts, fur-nishing 95 per cent of the total.

cotton spindles in the world for theyear ended August 31 Is 145,3»8.0«'\
an increase of 37,717,800, or 35.7 per
cent since 1900. Of the total 56,653.-
--000. or 38.8 per cent, are in the UnitedKingdom; 31,520.000, or 22 per centIn the United States; 11.185,000 in
Germany. 9.2ir>,Bffo in Russia. 7.400.000in France and «.084.000 in India. The
total mill consumption of cotton for
the year is placed at 21.542,000 bales.
The United States, with 5,78 C.OOO
hales, leads all other countries, the
United Kingdom, with 4,440,000 sales,
being second.
