CANAL FORTS ARE
PROTESTED BY
ENGLAND

Great Britain-German-Japa-
nese Alliance Becomes Bold
in Threatened Boycott

WASHINGTON, Dec. 30.—Embold-
ened by its sinister commercial alli-
ance with Germgny, Great Britain has
within the last few days intimated to
the United States that it does not
understand that the Hay-Pauncefote
treaty permits this government to
fortify the Panama canal.

This extraordinary movement,
coming after the fortifications have
been nearly completed, and after the
question had apparently forever been
settled, has startled the state depart-
ment into a realization of the full
significance of the English-German-

Japanese combination agalinst the
United States.
Although the utmost secrecy {s

Leing made of the matter in the state
department, it can be authoritatively
stated that the relations of this gov-
ernment with Great Britain are at
present more strained than at any
time since Cleveland's ultimatum on
Venezuela.

BLAME FRIENDSHIP POLICY

In some quarters the aggressive at-
titude of three great world powers
against the United States is attributed
to the “friendship and fellowship”
policy of Secretary Bryan, which Is
construed as an invitation to grasping
nations to impose on the good nature
of Uncle Sam. The broader view
is that England and Germany, made
desperate by their tremendous bur-
dens and by the extending dominance
of the United States in their fields of
commerce, have been forced into an
offensive and defensive alliance
against this country.

The influence of England with its
ally, Japan, has been sufficient to
bring Japan Into the combination.

More light on the throttling of the
proposed National City bank branch
at Buenos Alres was found today.
Through England, notice was served
on the promoters of the plan that if
it were carried out, American securi-
ties held Iin Germany and England
would be dumped on the market; that
American bonds and stocks would be
tabooed in London and Berlin, and
that a widespread financial boycott
on United States securities would be
instituted. The threats succeeded in
discouraging the American financiers,
and Morgan Schuster, who went to
Buenos Alres to organize the branch,
returned home.

OPPOSE MEXICAN POLICY

As “oil 1s the life of the navy,”
according to Winston Churchill, the
oil situation In Mexico has added to
England’'s aggressiveness. it is an
open secret that from the beginning
of trouble in Mexico, England has
followed a policy dlametrically oppo-
site that of the United States.

The whole situation is developing
into a titanc struggle for commerce,
whch means power. The value of
British consols has depreciated, and
England is nearly a bankrupt nation.
It has an army of unemployed, and
has been forced to disburse money in
old age pensions and workingmen's
compensations, and at the same time
try to build two battleships to any
other nation's one,

SUPREME COURT
TEST FORAUTO
TAX LW

District Attorneys Decline to
Prosecute Until Legality
Is Determined

By Associated Press.

SACRAMENTO, Dec. 30.—The
mewe motor vehicle law will go
into wstrict operation Jamuary 1,
#0 far as the state officials are
concerned. Am opinion was re-
celved today from Attormey Gen-
eral Webb that mo one had any
authority to suspend the law.

Webb's ruling is as follews:

“The legislature has fixed Jan-
uary 1 as the date when the mo-
tor vehicle law b effective.
No ministeria loflicer can suspend
its operation.”

District Attorney Charles M. Fick-
eért does not intend to attempt to
enforce the new law calling for a
speclal tax on automobiles which

Boes into effect January 1, except in
one case. This arrest will be made
to test the constitutionality of the
law, which is to be passed upon by
the supreme court.

The act has aroused the strongest
kind of criticism from motorists all
over the state. The new tax is grad-
uated according to the horsepower of
the car and is as high as $30 a year
for a 60 horsepower machine.

“To make wholesale arrests,” sald
Fickert, “would mean merely clog-
ging the court calendars, and in my
judgment would not be just. I do
not think the law is consiittitional
and shall awalit the judgment of the
supreme court.”

ATTORNEYS JOIN FICKERT

This announcement by Fickert fol-
lowed a similar declaration on the
part of District Attorney W. H. L.
Hynes of Alameda county.

District Attorney Free of Santa
Clara county notified Hynes yesterday
afternoon that he was willlng to
handle the situation in the same way,
as will District Attorney Wachhorst
of Sacramento. Hynes said:

“A great many inquiries have been
made for the purpose of ascertaining
what attitude I will assume as dis-
trict attorney in the enforcement of
the new automoblile regulations which
become effective January 1.

MOTORISTS TO FIGHT LAW

“P. J. Walker, president of the
State Automobile association, has as-
sured me that the constitutionality of
the act will be tested by a petition
for a writ of habeas corpus, the pe-
tition to be filed with the supreme
court January 2.

“I am of the opinion that any
money paid into the state treasury
for this license, even though paid un-
der protest, will not be recoverable
without an act of the legislature.”

Unrest Among Unemployed
Prompts City to Continue
Relief Measures

So great is the unrest among the
unemployed on a account of the news
that the city will give them no fur-
ther food or work that the city offi-

cials have decided to continue relief
giving for several days.

An auxiliary soup kitchen will
probably be established in the neigh-
borhood of the old Sailors’ home to
take care of the overflow from that
institution. George Buck, chairman
of the unemployed committee, said this
morning that he had feared to an-
nounce to the men that the city would
no longed feed them, and was re-
lieved to hear that aid would be con-
tinued. He is arranging to rent a
large vacant storeroom in Third street
near Folsom, where idle men can hold
their meetings in future. Both food
and work will be given them for sev-
eral days, but the officials are not
anxious that the news of this should
g0 to other parts of the state, as
large numbers are already flocking
here, attracted by the reports of free
food.

As arranged last week, 250 men
were put to work at the relief home
cutting trees and brush today, and an
equal number will be assigned to the
same work tomorrow, the last day.

The men are being paid $2 for six
hours' work. Those who worked on
the streets and in the ruins of the
old city hall received $1.50 for four
hours' work. It was said to the su-
pervisors that this pay, at the rate
of $2 a day, had a tendency to bring
in men who receive $1.50 and $1.80 a
day on the Santa Fe and the United
Railroads tracks, although others con-
tended that the laborers would not
leave steady employment for tempo-
rary city jobs.

330,000 FUND FOR

NEW ROAD FAOM
. F. 70 MONTEREY

Electric Railway to Be Built
via Watsonville; Will Have
Santa Cruz Branch

An electric railroad is to be bullt
from San Francisco to Monterey by
way of Watsonville, with a branch
line to Santa Cruz, .according to a
statement issued by Charles L. Brown,
who will be the attorney for the
corporation and one of the directors.
Articles of incorporation will be filed
within a few days for the company,

to be known as the San Francisco
Peninsular Rallway company, with
San Franciscans composing the board
of directors. By next summer it is
planned to have trains running from
Watsonville to a deep water connec-
tion four miles from Alviso.

In outlining the project Brown said:

“We propose to build about 100
miles of track, some of it double
track, with headquarters and shops
in San Francisco. Power will be pur-
chased from omne of the local com-
panies. The amout of capital stock
has not vet been decided upon. The
deal 1s to be financed by eastern
capital.

“The first part of the road to be
put in actual operation will be be-
tween Watsonville and a point on
the bay near Alviso and freight will
be taken from there in steamers to
Stockton and other points.”

Among the officers of the company
will be Lee Landis, former general °
manager of the Ocean Shore rafl-
road, and M. M. Stern, former Pacific
coast agent of the Canadian Pacific
and now manager of the Fleishhacken
bank in the Mission.
