Conplaint of s Lack of Sapport By Froseco-
ting Attorneys—Thelr Luke-Warmness
Makes It Hard to Secure Convictions
In & Large Portion of Cases.

Corumnus, 0,, April 20.—State Food
and Dairy Commissioner DBethel sub-
mitted his anoual report to the governor
Thursduy. His year closed the 15th of
November, at which time the report
naturnlly would have been prepared
had not Mr. Bathel decided to nwait the
vnd of his term before submitting o
stutement of the result of his work.
During his term of offiee, it will be e
membered, the offiee of state food and
dolry commissioner, which had bean
previously appointive, becume, by act
ur the legislature, elective,

The report covers nearly eighteen
manths, from November 13, 1500, to May
4, 1802, when the new eommissioner w ill
tuke the office, and Mr. Bethel will re-
tire. The commissioner complains that
he has been seriously hamperod by the
lack of sufficient funds 1o properly
prosecute his *work, und says that cer-
tain  of the departments of the
state service might retrench in ex-
penses fo the advantage of the food
and dairy commissioner. He speaks of
the benefits which will acerne from the
passage of the Sterritt bill incrensing

viding him with an office room, ete.,
and he recommends that authority be
given the commissioner to appoint and
puy a salary to a clerk. e also refors
incidentally to the advantages which
will be derived by the people from the
passage of the bill requiring the brand-
ing of cheese, and other legisintion of
a similar character enacted by the re-
cent genernl assembly. In the matter
of the adulterntion of wine, of which so
much ¢omplaint has been made by man-
ufacturers and dealers. the commis-
sioner says that he has been unahle to
arrive nt any definite results as yet
The report states that the consumption
of oleomargarine has been reduced in
Ohio, although it has increased else-
where in the United States. This in-
crease elsowhere, it says, indicates that
oleomargarine is cortain tv establish
itaelf as nn article of food.

Prof. H, A. Webber, tae swate chem-
ist, made analyses of fifty samples dur-
ing the year, which embraced both
food and articles which enter into the
prepuration of food.

Prof, Fennel, of Cincinnatl, the ¢hem-
ist of the southern district of the state,
in an appendix to the edinmissioner’s
report. states that the adulteration of
food is general, and s steadily inereas-
ing. He tn-xus ot length the analysis
of condensed milk, and says that all
but one sample submitted to him were
bolow the standard.  His portion of the
report also gives lengthy and intervst-
ing information relating to the adulter-
ation of hnkimr powder and oleomar-
garine.

H. 1. Hyman, the assistant inspector
ut Uleveland, complains that prosecnt-
ingg nttornevs have never given mach,
if any, time to the technical questions
which srise regarding the enforcement
of the food adulteration laws  The
prosecnting aftorneys, too, he savs, are
as o genernl thing allied to the interests
of the people in their own countles,
which makes it extremely hord, in a
large portion of the cases, 1o secure con-
vietion. He says that the department
should have more assistants, s0 that
each district could be covered fully at
least once every three months,

Rlalne Opposes Cable Monopoly.
