With Them" Polygamy Is a Principle
A or the Past.

El Pase, Tex., May 27. Elder An-

drew J. Stewart, of the Mermon church
Is In the city from Mexico, where he
has just secured from the Mexlcan gov-
ernment the concession of 100,000 acres
of land, upon which Elder Stewart
ngrccs te locate 500 Mermon families.
Te a reporter Mr. Stewart said:

"We are going te Mexico te make
permanent homes for ourselves. The
land I have secured will be divided into
little farms and every family will have
a home nnd well set-o- ut orchards, vine-
yards, etc., and we will have factories,
toe. It will be n com-
munity, as fine stock can be raised in
Mexico, as anywhere, and we will make
a specialty of improved stock." On the
subject of polygamy the elder said:

"It is a principle of the past It isnet
in existence new, as the laws of the
Mermon church require all its members
te live in obedience te the laws of the
country they may live In. There-
fore President Wllferd Woodruff,
of the Mermon churches. Is-

sued a manifesto prohibiting po-

lygamy, and it was sustained
by the vote of the whole people
In conference assembled. It is
net allowed te be taught In the church.
The doctrine of the Mormons Is te net
Interfere with anybody's religion, that
everybody could worship Ged according
te the dictates of his own conscience,
and as a citizen there wus no question
about his religion, only every man
would have te be amenable te the laws
of his country.'

Held a State Convention at Celmnhus

Glster the Platform.
Celumiius, O., May 27. It was nearly

10 o'clock when 'the state prohlbiten
convention was called te order Thurs-
day morning. S. B. Legan, of Alliance,
was made permanent chairman: Henri-
etta G. Moere, of Springfield, secretary;
M. J. Harrison, of Compten, and Mrs.
McClelland Brown, of Cincinnati, first
and second assistants.

The preamble of the platform adopted
arraigns the liquor trallle In most vigor-
ous language, denouncing the complic-
ity of the government with this trea-
sonable business as threatening te our
froe Institutions and condemns both
the republican nnd democratic parties
for their connivance with the liquor
interests nnd for permitting the
sale and manufacture- - of intoxi-
cating liquors te go en. Declares that
the protection of life, liberty and prop-
erty demands supresslen of intoxicating
liquors for beverage purposes; no citizen
should be denied the right te x'Ote en
account of sex; pronounces against the
ownershlpef land y non-reside- aliens;
in favor of government control of rail-
roads, telegraphs and all ether monop-
olies; against speculation in margins,
cornering of grain, etc.; the money of the
country ought te consist of geld, silver
and paper, and should be legal tender;
asks for laws excluding crippled, Igno-
rant and criminal immigrants from this
country; declares that the president,
vice-preside- nnd United States sen-

ators should be elected by direct vote of
the people.
