Fer several years E. M. New-
man, Jack Bell and ether enterprising
members of the church have advocated
the building of a modern brick structure.
Se impossible and ridiculous did it seem
that some- mischievous boys, a few yeurs
aga, fixed up a geld brick by gilding a
clay one. On it was the inscriptien:
